· No additions to the minutes for today.  

· Provider coverage-both hospitals have been on diversion quite frequently.  Dr. Cobiella will be starting at BHC March 1st.  We have 2 other physicians that will hopefully be coming to this community.  

· Region 6 protective custody taskforce meeting-There seems to be some challenges in getting people in for medication follow-ups.  If people have ideas on how to create a medication assistance program in our region, please send them to me.  We are very concerned on getting patients medications after they are released from treatment.  We are currently work very well with Region VII in getting the patient meds.  

· Is there a Dr. that would be able to see the client quickly?
· Is there an organization or agency that can help with medications?
· It may be possible for the hospital to try to collect rather the client had trouble accessing their medications. ?
· Pete and Roma will get together and form a committee to look into this. 

· CIT – A number of the regions are very supportive of Health and Welfare having an accreditation role in this training.  
· There is also an agreement that CIT will be regionalized. 
·  We are trying to expand CIT throughout the region in the outlying communities.  
· Service gap analysis is continuing.  We are still working with the counties to provide a local mental health coalition.  The successes that we have had are because we have found someone local to step up and lead the project.  We will be continuing to get to each of the counties this quarter.
