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CRIMINAL BEHAVIOR EXPERT TO DISCUSS 

RECENT OUTBREAKS OF VIOLENCE 
A nationally recognized expert on criminal behavior will present new research Monday, April 23 and Tuesday, April 24 at two Idaho locations on predicting violence. The workshop is especially timely with the recent tragedy at Virginia Tech and the shooting spree that lead to the arrest of John Delling in the deaths of two Idaho men in late March and early April. 
Phillip Resnick, M.D., Director of Forensic Psychiatry at Case Western University School of Medicine, has served as a consultant in the criminal cases of Andrea Yates, Scott Peterson, Jeffrey Dahmer, Timothy McVeigh, and Ted Kaczynski. Case Western University is located in Cleveland, Ohio.
Dr. Resnick will talk about several issues including; predicting violence — can it be done; stalkers and the risk of violence; suicide risk; and the risk of violence to mental health professionals providing psychiatric diagnoses.  His program will present the most recent research. Dr. Resnick will provide instruction on taking history from potentially dangerous patients, counter transference feelings, and workplace violence. He also will provide video case examples to help clarify risk factors. 
The workshop is primarily aimed at mental health professionals, but the public is invited, too. Mental health professionals who attend will receive certificates of attendance. Continuing Education Units (CEU) are available for attendance. 
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The Idaho Department of Health & Welfare invited Dr. Resnick to conduct his workshops to help train mental health staff. Numerous other state agencies also have been invited to send representatives who may want additional training.
Dr. Resnick’s one-day  Risk Assessment of Violence Workshops will be held in Twin Falls at the College of Southern Idaho on Monday, April 23 at the Herrett Center; and Tuesday, April 24 in Nampa at the Nampa Civic Center. There is registration at the door for $25. Registration begins at 7:30am. The workshops begin at 8:30 and runs until 4:30 each day. A box lunch is included. 
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
