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IDAHO WOMAN SENTENCED FOR PUBLIC ASSISTANCE FRAUD
A 60-year-old Peck, Idaho woman has been sentenced to 10 years probation and ordered to pay full restitution of more than $11,000 for fraudulently receiving Food Stamps and Medicaid services since 1998.

Sally Kelly pleaded guilty to a single felony charge of public assistance fraud for receiving Food Stamps and Medicaid services off and on between 1998 and 2006. She claimed to be disabled and unable to work, but investigators discovered she was working while receiving public assistance. In addition to the probation, Kelly is serving 14 days in jail and could be subject to more jail time if she fails to meet the conditions of her probation. The conditions include full restitution of $11,427.   
Kelly was able to defraud the programs for a number of years because she used other people’s Social Security numbers for employers. She used her own Social Security number to obtain benefits. The fraud was discovered when an alert Health & Welfare worker recognized Kelly’s signature on a document and notified fraud investigators that something didn’t appear right.   
The court asked that the Department notify anyone whose Social Security number may have been used by Kelly to prevent any problems they might have with the IRS or the Idaho State Tax Commission. Kelly could be responsible for costs associated with fraudulent use of a Social Security number. 
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
