Vision Statement: All Idaho's children grow up healthy, safe and nurtured by their families, with quality learning opportunities, and are able to reach their fullest potential supported by inclusive community services. 

There was a discussion regarding how to include children with special needs. There was some discussion mentioning that the vision needs to be written in language that will enable legislation. There were concerns regarding being too specific with the vision and inadvertently leaving someone out.  The council decided to strike the term “special needs”.  Council decided on “Idaho’s children including those (with special needs) (who are at risk) grow up healthy, safe and nurtured by their families, with quality learning opportunities, and are able to reach their fullest potential supported by inclusive community services.”
The final wording is going to be determined by the executive committee.
Mission Statement: Provide leadership and education, and coordinate resources for Idaho's young children and their families 

The discussion suggested that the mission statement needed to use generic language. The council decided to keep the original mission statement.

 Medicaid Co-Pays
	Medicaid bill passed by legislature

Discussed the recent developments to Medicaid. Explained the co-pay implementation and the regulations and many exemptions to the co-pay. Robin explained that there will be some exceptions to the co-pay, the exceptions will be based on income and need. Explained that the changes will happen incrementally, with some changes happening in November and others after the first of the year. Currently, since there are so many who will be exempt Medicaid is attempting to notify those who are not by mail.

Carolyn Kiefer presented a brief overview of the content and format of the new book, Idaho Early Learning eGuidelines: In the Preschool Classroom. It was designed to support the use of the ELeG and best practices in Head Start, child care and early intervention preschool classrooms. The book was introduced during 7 regional Early Childhood Summer Institutes sponsored by the State Department of Education and HS Collab. About 275 special education, Head Start, and private preschool teachers participated in the 2 day Institutes. The book is being distributed at no cost to higher education faculty, Head Start, Early Sp. Ed and Child Care Resource and Referral Agencies.  Chris Gee 

Gave a presentation on Early Head Start. Discussed services offered to participants, the cost of them, and issues that have arisen.  Discussed the impact that the economic atmosphere is having on their work.  Talked about their goals.  Provided a handout.  

Sara San Juan gave an update on Migrant and Seasonal Head Start. Talked about recruitment practices, services for participants and their families. Talked about the partnerships in place and the interconnected of the centers through the state.
