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Screening 


Children from birth to 30 months may be enrolled in the Infant Toddler Program monitoring system through the attached brochure or by calling 2-1-1 or 1-800-926-2588 and requesting the Child Find Coordinator for their area.  A 36 month questionnaire is available. 

Parents of Children from birth through 2 may request a screening through the Infant Toddler Program in their region for specific concerns about development. 


Parents of Children from birth through 5 may request a complete screening (development, health and anticipator guidance) from their medical provider during a well-child check.   

· All children on Medicaid may receive a developmental/behavioral assessment and a physical examination at birth, 2-4 days, 1, 2 , 4, 6, 9, 12, 15, 18, 24, 36, 48, and 60 months from their medical provider.  A hearing screen may be offered at birth  by birthing hospitals and may be provided again at 48 and 60 months.  A subjective hearing screen is available by request at all of the monthly intervals above as part of the developmental and physical examinations.  A vision screening may be offered by request at 36, 48 and 60 months.  All other visits may offer a subjective vision screen. 
Children from 36 months to 60 months, based on parent concern, may be screened through their local school district. 

All children enrolled in Early Head Start and Head Start (prenatal to 60 months) are screened and referred for a comprehensive medical exam.  

Children enrolled in the Even Start (birth – 36 months) program are screened one time with the ASQ and then additional times if needed.
