· Recipients must email proof of registration by April 8, 2016.
· Registration and travel support is non-transferable.  If you are unable to attend for any reason, please let us know by April 8, 2016 so we can provide this support to another person.
· Travel support will be reimbursed to the recipient only after attending the conference.  
· Recipient signature at the conference on May 24th & 25th will be required for reimbursement.
· Recipient will need to submit an invoice, signed letter of notation and a completed W-9 between May 25 and June 10, 2016 for reimbursement.
· Recipients will be responsible for making their own travel arrangements and registering for the conference. 
· Early registration of $75 for the conference will close on March 31, 2016.  After March 31, 2016, regular registration of $100 will close May 13, 2016.  Student registration of $50 will be available until May 13, 2016.
