Next Meeting:
	The group reviewed the EMS Pre-hospital form.  Revisions from the prior meeting were reviewed and a few more suggestions were made.  Discussion occurred regarding using cardiologist vs. interventional cardiologist but it was decided to leave the term cardiologist in the note section since some services now have an on-call interventional cardiologist, but not all.

Discussion regarding the draft STEMI EMS decision tree.  Two versions were presented, one for paramedics and one for other service provider levels.  After discussion, it was decided to just have one template that can be customized by the EMS Medical Director for the local agencies’ STEMI plan.  Suggested changes were tracked.

The group discussed what other materials/documents/information that local EMS Medical Directors may like to have to facilitate drafting a thorough STEMI plan.  The group came up with the following:

· Availability of radio transmission

· Technology capability of the 12-lead ECG options (put into something like a spreadsheet also had discussion about ability to create a pdf that can be emailed)

· Technology capability of closest facility

· Technology capability of closest PCI facility

· Catalog of training opportunities

· Element list for a thorough STEMI plan (the Elements of an Air Medical Transport Protocol was referenced)

· List of suggested data elements for performance/quality improvement efforts

· Develop ideas for feedback loops from larger STEMI QI work (April to mention this to the Advisory Committee at next meeting)

The group continued to discuss the availability of 12-leads.  April will be gathering information on funding opportunities.  She will be working with Mark E. from the EMS Bureau.

No update this month.

April let folks view the cardiac awareness posters/messages that are being tested in focus groups across the state.  They were developed based upon the input from the Cardiac Public Education Subcommittee.  This is an early effort to gain some public feedback and input.  The results of the focus groups will be reported to the Cardiac Pub. Ed. Sbcmt. at their April 2010 meeting.
