	Dr Priest welcomed the members to the meeting.
Minutes from the prior meeting were approved.

April gave an update on the HDSP program. She discussed the work with the Critical Access Hospitals, upcoming focus groups in collaboration with the Diabetes Program that will focus on blood pressure management.  April is exploring ways to outreach to cardiologists and primary care providers. She also updated the group on the Chronic Disease Self-Management Program expansion.
Group will be meeting on 2/1/10 at Idaho Elks at 6pm.
Updated the group on the December Cardiac Public Education Subcommittee meeting.  Cherish Hart from AHA in Washington presented information at the last meeting.  That information is going to be used by the Subcommittee as it moves forward.  April also discussed that the upcoming focus groups will include a few questions regarding calling 911.  The Advisory Committee also discussed the ambulance cost work that was done in Washington.  Dr. Priest looked into the cost for Ada County.  He found that the cost for an ALS1 was about $800 and the cost for ALS2 was about $1052.  The group discussed that we will also want to make sure to discuss that for $50/yr. folks could purchase a membership and that would greatly help the transport costs.

Adrean gave an update on the AED bill that she is working on for AHA.  The bill would extend the liability exemption to those businesses that plan an AED when there is not gross negligence.  The bill has hit a speed bump due to currently lacking a champion sponsor.

April presented a draft grid for the Boise catchment area that outlined the transport times [Thanks to Ted from Saint Als for his help!!!].  A couple of items were left off and April will add them prior to the next meeting.  There was also a discussion about adding places like Payette and Parma.  Additionally, there was a discussion about the average response time for ground ALS to transport, especially if air is not available.  Discussion was to see if a goal of 10 minutes, similar to the goal for air transport, is what should be chosen.  April was to look for info on average response time.

The group also discussed the need to keep up with research.  There was an interesting new study out of Europe that Dr. Priest discussed.

The group discussed some options for tracking outcomes.  Two handouts were provided.  The first was on the Action Registry/Get With The Guidelines – Acute Coronary Treatment and Intervention Outcomes.  There are two options for the Action Registry … a short form and a long form.  The data elements included in both were provided.  With the Action Registry, it was discussed that it would be possible to designate a “super user” that would be able to aggregate the SW region data for QI activities if all the large facilities participated.  The second handout was a short dashboard of potential outcome measures that April created.  The group discussed some of the aspects of both.  At the next meeting the group will discuss the Action Registry and see if that is acceptable or if the short dashboard would be needed.  April is to follow up with Mercy to see what they are using for cardiac outcomes.
The group also discussed how to address the potential problem of delay of ECG interpretation.  During this discussion it was mentioned that the American College of Cardiology is starting an Idaho Chapter.  They would be a great partner.  Also, the Idaho Nurses Alliance and Leadership and the Idaho Nurses Association would be good partners for any educational efforts for nurses regarding ECG interpretation.

Group will follow up on outcome discussion and be prepared to move forward at the next meeting.  A meeting date will be set.
