Kathy Skippen, DHW – Program Manager
· The budget is in good shape, but it is being worked on to make sure that it is correct as we integrate all the payer sources.
· WITS is being worked for some issues.  If providers are having problems, please contact the WITS helpdesk to report them.  
· Kathy thanked the providers for efforts during all the changes to the SUDS system.
· She reported that a group went to Connecticut to see Recovery Centers in operation.  Senator Guthrie went as well as representatives from IDOC, Courts, and Legislative Services.  The Recovery Centers are run by all volunteers.

· March will bring a Training of Trainers for Recovery Coach and Recovery Coach Ethics trainings.    
Mark Gunning – Children’s Mental Health Committee
· The Children’s Mental Health Committee plans to hold focus group meetings to find gaps in behavioral health services for children.
· Their first meeting is December 9th at noon.  This meeting is for Region 6 providers and will be held at 210 E. Center St.
· They are planning to hold a second meeting which will involve school personnel and a third meeting which will involve juvenile justice.
Rick Capell - Pocatello Police Department
· Rick reported that the State Planning Council on Mental Health is working on membership with combined membership
· Rick will be retiring in December after 36 years on the police force, so he has asked Major Jim Peterson to take his place on the Region 6 Behavioral Health Board.
