John Tanner opened the meeting and introductions were made.  
Minutes were approved from previous meetings.
John - Roger Christensen was excused.  Debbie Karren was excused.  Debbie is no longer a county commissioner and will need to be replaced on the board.  The board will also need a consumer representative.  Lisa Cornelson has a conflict with her job that prevents her from attending meetings.  Please bring names to the next meeting to submit for the county commissioner position and the consumer representative position on the board.  
Sam Hulse 
· Advanced CIT will be held in May at EITC.  
· Sam is on a Dept. of Education committee to talk about violence in schools.  He said that the pro- and anti-gun control advocates are not addressing mental health issues in the discussion.  He said they are looking at threat assessments, both internal and external. 
· Sam reported that the jail has many people with mental health issues who have not been receiving services before their contact with the jail.
Kay Siem
· BHC has had a 20% increase in patient volume for 2012.
· BHC signed a long-term contract with physician who will begin work February 18th.  The contract is for 6 months, but it can be extended past that.
· BHC saw fewer children and adolescents in 2012.  They do not know the reason for that.
Doug Hulett
· There will be funding for treatment for Domestic Violence category.  Direction on that will be coming out soon.  
· They expect the Managed Care Contract to be awarded by the state this month.
Martha Tanner
· There is a housing coordinator grant out.  Is anyone interested in applying for this?  Janet Goodliffe added that we should be looking for funding for the Navigator Portion that is covered in the Affordable Care Act.  
· The Shelter Plus program has 6 slots for people with a mental health impairment.  It has a treatment component that is required.
· There are a small amount of PATH funds that are also available for housing.
· Martha and John will be attending the Idaho Falls City Council meeting tonight to speak in support of continued support for TRPTA.  If TRPTA were to lose their funding from the City of Idaho Falls, it would be difficult for them to receive as much in federal monies.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]H&W as State Mental Health Authority will be over the Behavioral Health HMO, but the Division of Behavioral Health Division is over behavioral and mental health care and is the State Authority there.  I am concerned that the Behavioral Health HMO oversight should be the responsibility of the Behavioral Health Division.  It is generally never a good idea to divide responsibility and I consider this oversight exceedingly important and mental health expertize to do it should be maximized.  
Kelly Keele
· Kelly felt that the Governor’s address was concerning because he wasn’t doing anything about expanding Medicaid.  Kelly suggested that as individuals, we should all write our representatives on the health care reform.  John Tanner said that maybe we should vote as a board as to whether we support the legislation.
Kim Jardine
· The CIT program is sustainable, and they will be applying for 501(c)3 status.
· Kim would like to see a community committee form to look at school safety.
Brian Walker
· Brian gave a report for Shane Boyle – There are 322 in the State’s custody, including 90 with private providers.  Bonneville County is the third highest for commitments.  This is a change because they did not used to rank that high.  
· Brian submitted a local report that showed that of the youth who were in their facility for the first time at 17 years old, approximately 50% of them went on to jail in the first year after they turned 18 years old.  John Tanner recommended the Family to Family class as a resource for families if those youth have a mental health diagnosis.
Roma Hawkins
· SPAN has had some changes in leadership.  Hollie Gray and Bob Stahn are now Co-Chairs, and Roma is now the Treasurer.  
· SPAN and Children’s Mental Health plan to do a conference in October teaming with BYDC to do a 2nd annual event on the greenbelt in Idaho Falls.  The event proved to be very popular last year.  
· Their Suicide Survivors group is held the 1st Thursday at 7 PM at EIRM.  For more information, please contact Roma.Hawkins@hcahealthcare.com
Lynn Whiting
· The Childrens’ Mental Health Subcommittee will be meeting to talk about resources and gaps.
Randy Rodriquez
· Michele Osmond is at State Hospital South on loan.  She is helping as a clinician and learning their intake system.  It will be good to increase interaction and communication and see if there are ways to improve the process of transition with ACT or Crisis Teams, including meds management and any other counseling.  Tim Thompson is covering her duties in the interim.
· Dave Peters is now Chief of Childrens’ Mental Health for the Hub.  He is covering Regions 6 & 7, and he is based out of a Blackfoot office.
· In March we expect the number of 19-2524 required GAIN evaluations to increase.
Janet Goodliffe
· They are starting some parenting classes in Madison County schools, and this is something that Janet thinks would be advantageous is schools discussed regionally.
Dave Peters
· We are expanding wraparound services.  Currently we are serving 80 families with 12 wraparound specialists.  
· DHW is offering Parenting with Love and Limits classes.  Families qualify for these classes by either receiving services through DHW Childrens’ Mental Health or through Bonneville County Juvenile Probation.  
· Children’s Mental Health is collaborating with communities to talk about gaps in services and the continuum of care.
The group began discussion of the proposed legislation to combine the Mental Health Board with the Regional Advisory Committee on Substance Abuse into a Community Behavioral Health Board.  
John Landers questioned what the $27,400 was to be used for and what services DHW was going to give up in order to offer that money.  Randy explained that it is for a paid part-time position to support the new board.  
John Landers also expressed that the 70 Million that Governor Otter had requested to build a new prison could be better used by dividing it into seven regions and investing it into mental health services on the front end.  Kim Jardine agreed and supported that idea.
Kelly Keele asked if the Governor is going to present this legislation combining the boards.  The governor didn’t say anything about it in his address.  
Janet Goodliffe thinks that combining the boards will bring Idaho in line with the Affordable Care Act.
Martha Tanner asked if there will be two bureaucracies – one for Medicaid services and one for other health care under the Affordable Care Act?  
Lynn Whiting said that there will be a special meeting prior to the State Planning Council to discuss this legislation.
Sam Hulse proposed that the group table the discussion and continue it at the next meeting which will be a joint meeting with the RAC on February 1st.  The motion was seconded and passed.  

Meeting was adjourned.
