Meeting was opened by Becky Hymas and introductions were made.  
Minutes were read and a motion to accept the minutes was made by Teriann Parker and Kenna Dressen seconded.  Minutes were approved by a vote.
Children’s Mental Health Committee report
· There is some concern amongst providers that there will be a large number of authorizations expiring at the same time for Community Based Rehabilitation Services (formerly PSR).  Isaiah commented that there is no plan to cut services based on a timeline.  They just need to be medically necessary.
· Randy said that with the Behavioral Health Transformation legislation there is talk of adding a requirement that each region have a CMH committee that would report to the board at least annually.
· Sam moved that the Region 7 BHB write a letter in support of a CMH committee in each region.  It was approved by the group.
· Teriann said that Children’s Mental Health Day will be May 8, 2014.  There will be a video conference that will be broadcast from Boise, and we will have a walk locally.  She also said that the committee is planning training during that week at the Health Dept. building.  The topics would pertain to parenting a child with a behavioral health disorder, education topics for medical professionals, and education topics for school personnel.  
· Sam reported that there will be a CIT Academy with a youth emphasis the last week of January.  He asked that everyone please share that information.  Also, they are looking for table sponsors for the awards ceremony.
· Corinne Bird reported that the Adolescent Depression Screening was under way and the response from parents has been all positive so far.
· Kim Hokanson is planning an anti-stigma campaign with the schools.  She asked for BHB approval and support of the campaign.  She was asked to come back with details so that the board knows what they are voting on.
Darin Burrell and Alisha Passey – presenting on marijuana legalization efforts
· Of the kids entering treatment for substance use disorders in our Juvenile Justice system, 72% report marijuana as their drug of choice.
· Darin passed out a number of articles about the growing problems in states that have legalized marijuana.  He said that in Colorado, the school resource officers are reporting a four-fold increase in marijuana possession at school.
· Darin said that the potency of marijuana is much higher than it used to be, and some people don’t realize that fact.
· Alisha took a Bonneville Youth Development Council group to a conference in California on marijuana legalization.  She said that some of the points made during the conference were:
· There are attorneys waiting to sue state governments after legalization because of the harms to public health.
· The amount of revenue generated from marijuana legalization is low compared to the social costs.

· The BYDC group is working on a campaign against marijuana legalization. The website is www.itsmyfuture.org.
· John Tanner made a motion that:
The Region 7 Behavioral Health Board opposes the legalization of marijuana in Idaho.  The motion was seconded by Lisa and passed by a vote.  John would like to challenge the boards in other regions around the state to come out against marijuana legalization.
Randy Rodriquez
· Randy discussed the Behavioral Health Standards eManual.  A copy of it was included in each meeting packet.  Randy encouraged the group to read the materials and submit comments online.  Randy said that this was a road map to shoot for, and it was intended to provide guidance.
Recap of Legislative Presentation
· Martha encouraged everyone to write their legislators and the governor to support Medicaid redesign.
· Kama said that the legislators seemed really interested in the topics, and that it was a positive event.
Roundtable discussion:
Kenna Dressen – There will be a Fill In The Gaps meeting in Teton Valley.  Kenna will send that invitation out so that others can participate.
Alisha Passey – Community Coalitions of Idaho has hired an Executive Director, Tammy Rubino.  They have elected board members.  The Secretary is Kerri Wilfong, the Vice President is Michael David, and the President is Alisha Passey.
Randy – We are working on transitioning Medicaid clients to private providers.  This transition is determined by when the client is ready.  They are still taking crisis calls.
John Tanner said that Becky DiVittorio, Optum Idaho, had said that copies of the Optum reports would be shared.  Does anyone know where to find those reports?  Isaiah said that those reports are just starting to come out.
Sam Hulse moved to adjourn the meeting, John Tanner seconded that motion.  The motion was passed by a vote.
Meeting was adjourned.
After the meeting, treatment providers met with Brenda Valle, Optum Idaho, and Chris Brayton, DHW Medicaid, to address some issues that the providers were experiencing.
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
