	Award Presentation – Presentation of framed 2008 ICADD Treatment Award certificate to Marlene Scott, and announcement of TwentyFourSeven as a recipient of 2008 ICADD Recovery Support Services Award. TwentyFourSeven representative was not in attendance, and the certificate will be presented at the July meeting.  Both award winners were also honored at the recent ICADD conference.
State & Regional Substance Use Disorder System Report – Pharis reported RFP bids for management services contractor are due June 23, and will be scored the week of July 9; a decision is expected to be made later that week or early the following week. The contract should be initiated October 1st. In the meantime, Business Psychology Associates will continue as the contractor for the first quarter of the next fiscal year (July 1 – September 30, 2008). The extension includes renegotiating to include co-occurring, GAIN assessments, court ordered services, and prisoner re-entry services. The state Epidemiological Outcomes Work Group will be doing more connecting of data and researching findings to help show outcomes to assist with future funding. 

Bureau of Substance Use Disorders budget allocations: total treatment and prevention direct service budget = $28,121,200. Prevention = $1,640,000; adolescent = $4,572,562; drug court = $5,076,823; adult = $14,358,150. Approximately $2.5M unallocated. 
The three pilot projects for prevention-intervention will continue; Jake is conducting one in Region 1. Follow-up assessments have been added for adolescents and adults. Bethany has asked treatment providers to submit one or two survey indicators of what success would be at 3 months, 6 months and 12 months; if you have input, please respond within the month. There is a need to work on increasing residential and transitional housing for adolescents around the state, and therapeutic foster care. 
Handout of Community Resource Development Specialist (CRDS) budget (a.k.a RAC budget) for the current fiscal year that ends June 30; $1.59 remaining. 
Prevention Committee Report - Tammy Palaniuk reported that committee meetings are suspended until September. The group drafted a letter to Bethany Gadzinski and Debbie Field that is ready to be sent. They are working hard to get Safe and Drug- Free Schools coordinators on the Region 1 Consortium. They are asking SDFS coordinators to meet next year prior to the prevention meeting, to be a part of the prevention meeting, and hopefully stay for the RAC meeting to foster more overlap. Still looking for an adult prevention program; please let Tammy know if you know of a program. The committee is working to build a regional prevention resource directory.
Treatment Committee Report – Marlene Scott reported that the committee met earlier in the month at a date/time that was unusual. Committee members that did not get the meeting notice are asked to update their contact information with Marlene. The committee was asked to identify gaps in treatment as seen by the providers; handout of what was identified:

· there needs to be criteria for parenting not just for women – men should be included,

· non-criminal addict resources, 
· there is no detox for alcoholics unless meet other criteria (such as criminal), 
· transitional housing for adolescents,

· more flexible criteria for frontier communities, 
· treatment monies to pay for Point 5 educational levels (above court alcohol school) for adolescents and adults, 
· more information at the local level for the RAC, i.e., reports from RAC chair meetings, 
· court ordered assessment clients not coming in for treatment – more information for courts to make it more user friendly. It was clarified that the judge must order treatment separately; it is not automatic with the order for assessment. There is on-going education with the judges and courts statewide. 81 adults statewide under 19-2524; 25 adolescents under the 25I. 
· 800 number criteria is so strict that referral sources do not tell people to call and an accurate count of people needing treatment is not available,
· regional control of money instead of being in “one big pot;” how are monies being spent, questions about people being taken off the list,

· providers should be represented by having several provider members on ICSA.

Interagency Committee on Substance Abuse (ICSA) – Debbie Field, Director, Office of Drug Policy, and Kathy Skippen, Training and Development Manager, were welcomed. Debbie gave an overview of the past 15 months in establishing the Office of Drug Policy, ICSA, assessment tools, visiting every region’s RAC, and generating momentum throughout the state on substance abuse efforts. 
ICSA meets the third Wednesday of each month. Pastor Tim Remington has been asked to participate as a faith based representative.
Idaho is leading the nation in GAIN implementation. Five Region 1 RAC members have been GAIN certified. John Kirsch has the up-to-date list of GAIN train the trainers; Kelly Jo Hilliard is the only one for Region 1. GAIN Q is for use by justice-level folks; GAIN I is used by certified providers. WHITS is a client management system that is web based. When GAIN is up and running online it will be accessed via WHITS. There was a request for a letter from the Office of Drug Policy to the counties related to the status of GAIN being online.
Debbie pointed out that we are fortunate to have Ron Nilsson working in our community. His passionate speech at least year’s Association of Idaho Cities annual meeting received a standing ovation and shaped the agenda for this year’s Association meeting. It was recommended that he be asked to speak to the RAC.
Debbie and Kathy thanked and applauded the group for their past efforts and continued work. It is making a difference. It is very important for RAC members to be partnering with each other and showing that treatment works. 
Kathy gave an update about Point 5 Treatment Level. The juvenile budget will be monitored for one quarter. In October, a decision will be made about what to recommend to ICSA for funding for intervention. If intervention funding is to be implemented, it would be January 2009.

Recovery Support List – Pharis announced that if you get the password page when trying to access, back out of it and click in again and you will get into recovery support. Efforts to fix the problem continue.
