Substance Use Disorders Case Managers must be qualified professionals as defined in IDAPA 16.06.03 or have a minimum of a bachelor's degree in a human services field from a nationally accredited university or college. 
Case managers must have at least six (6) months', or 1,040 hours of supervised experience working with substance use disorders clients.

To align case management qualifications with those of QP, QP trainees as described below, may take the Essentials of Case Management training and provide case management services under direct intensive Clinical Supervision and a learning plan addressing core treatment functions.  
CM/QP Trainees. May provide case management/treatment services under direct intensive clinical supervision (NFATTC model) and a learning plan addressing core treatment functions. Individuals meeting the following criteria may be classified as trainees:
· Bachelors Degree in a related field* (lacking experience/ training)
i. Must receive one thousand forty (1,040) hours of supervised experience providing substance use disorders treatment, or

· Idaho Student of Addiction Studies (ISAS)

i. Must maintain current ISAS certification in accordance with the Idaho Board of Alcohol/Drug Counselor’s Certification.
