ICSA  9/17/08 Summary Report from RAC Chairs
REGION I
Challenges and concerns:

· Late announcement on RFP-  Treatment

· Units are only available until Sept. 30.  Unable to bill after that date.  

· No lead in time.  How will lead in time and billing be handled?

· Providers will not be able to access treatment funds for several weeks and it will be worse if there is an appeal.  

· This sets the new contractor up for failure.

· Can this be remedied so it does not happen in the future?  

· RAC would like to see Intervention as a line item in the budget.

Activities / Other:

· Prevention activities are continuing:  

· Step Up for Kids Day- Candidates Forum to be held on September 16th from 6:30-8:30 at the Harding Family Center in CDA.

· Community Awareness Event- Underage Drinking Presentation to be held on October 9th from 5:30-7:30 at the Coeur d’Alene Public Library.  Guest speakers to include Officer Bill Tilson, CDA Police Dept. and Officer Jermaine Galloway, Boise Police Dept.  Free dinner to be provided and evening will conclude with special awards given to the top DUI Prosecuting Attorneys for Region 1.  These were voted on by ISP, city and county officers.

· Underage Drinking- From Prevention to Enforcement will be held at the Post Falls Police Dept. the morning of October 9th.  Officer Jermaine Galloway will speak regarding Party Patrols, popular concealment methods of drugs and alcohol, compliance checks and other underage drinking issues.

· Other prevention efforts will be going on in conjunction with Red Ribbon Week including “Don’t Be A Dummy” media campaign sponsored by IDFY.

REGION II
Issue - Temporary Rules governing case management concerning prison re-entry clients enacted for case managers exceeds scope of their practice - tasks case management people to do clinical work.  Their time also then gets reimbursed at a lower rate.  This is putting an unfair burden on the case managers.  Another issue with case management  is the timeliness of getting services to clients. Clients are put on a wait list for assessments and are required to wait until after an assessment for a case manager to be assigned.  A case manger (pre-GAIN) should be funded for up front services to improve engagement and retention.   

Positive Comment - Due to current funding levels for treatment, more people are being treated at this particular point in time; waiting lists are down or non-existent.  Believed that may change as funding is used for court ordered treatment, assessment, etc.

Need more RAC participation from the schools.  Safe and Sober school personnel are also teachers who may not be able to attend RAC meetings.  We suggest to have each school district superintendent or designee participate in the RAC to coordinate and assist with streamlining substance abuse programs provided to juveniles.  Ideally would like ICSA to mandate participation in each region RAC.  Our RAC will be sending letters to our area school superintendents asking for their participation.    

REGION V 
Region 5 RAC is partnering with other local community groups who have shared interest in the substance use disorders and abuse.  Efforts are currently taking place to work collectively to schedule and coordinate public information events and to rotate topics / activities before the public.  An example of this is the event on this Saturday, September 20th where South Central Community Action Partnership will hold its second annual communities in partnership free barbeque.  Idaho Meth Project will dovetail onto this event to hold the “Blakefest” music event in that evening.  There will be over sixty booths including a RAC booth where recovery month will be featured.

The RAC itself is dedicated to serving the region as a whole more effectively and will begin a series of smaller focus / discussion meetings with city councils and community leaders outside Twin Falls City and County.  The purpose will be to deliver information specific to the substance abuse prevention and treatment in Region V and to receive feedback from individuals about concerns and needs they may have.

Child Protection Drug Court is up and running.  It took time to find and identify court staff to begin operating.  Currently, there are three clients / families participating.  The Child Protection Drug Court plans to add more clients / families from Jerome County.  Region V CP Drug Court is meeting on Wednesdays.  Most participants are single parents who have had Child Protection filings and have substance use abuse issues. CP Drug Court staff are also looking at other problem solving courts in the district i.e. drug courts for participants with families who may be appropriate to trasnsfer into the CP Drug Court.  

REGION VII
The Region 7 RAC has been going through some changes.  Doug Hulet is our new treatment committee chair and we are currently revitalizing the treatment committee.  Below is a summary report of the wood project which may be of interest.
