ICSA  10/15/08 Summary Report from RAC Chairs
REGION I
Requests:

The Region 1 Prevention Committee has been working to involve the Safe and Drug Free School Coordinators in their prevention efforts and RAC Prevention Committee meetings.  They are also asking our RAC to pursue the possibility of trying to secure funding for prevention programs that are not considered best practice.  They explained that in the past, there was funding available to each region that could be used for a variety of programs and activities. They would like to see those funds allocated to each region again in the future.  They felt this was a great way for them to implement good, youth related prevention activities that are not considered best practice. 

Activities / Other:

· Pastor Tim Remington reports that they are opening a new, men’s 90 day residential   treatment facility in November.

· Several prevention groups, local law enforcement and school districts are working together to host another "Turn in your Prescription Drugs" event.  Law enforcement will be present to take possession of the meds until they are destroyed. They are planning to implement these at least 2-3 times per year.  This will be the second event for Kootenai and will be held on October 25 at Coeur d'Alene High School.  

· A community “Combating Underage Drinking” event was held Oct. 9th.  It was well attended and several prosecuting attorneys from Region 1 were recognized for their dedication in prosecuting DUI offenders

REGION II
· Martie Beck was recently hired as our new CRDS.  Martie has been with DHW for over 12 years, most recently serving as a Self Reliance Specialist at the Long Term Care Unit.  Martie has extensive knowledge and contacts throughout the five counties that make up Region 2 and we are excited to have her on board!
· The National Recovery Month event “Hands Across the Bridge” was held on Friday, September 26th at Brackenbury Square in downtown Lewiston.  Approximately 120 people came to enjoy the free food, speakers and entertainment.  Testimonials were written by those in recovery and attached to “bridges” which symbolized the coming together of the cities of Lewiston, Idaho and Clarkston, Washington – “Real People, Real Recovery”.  

· The Region 2 RAC Meeting was held on September 10th.  We had good attendance, including Rep. John Rusche and Senator Joe Stegner who gave the group an update on the WICHE Report.  

· Case Management Training was held in Lewiston September 29-30; approximately 9 people attended.

REGION III

Region 3 Recovery Month event at the YMCA was a great success and everyone had fun with lots of raffle prizes. Senator McGee joined us for the event. Shelly Mitchell was our guest speaker.  We had 13 vendors/providers as well as children’s activities all day long. (picture included) At our November 19th meeting we will have a presenter that will discuss Opioid Maintenance Therapy with the RAC members.  Discussion has started regarding the Legislative event for next year as well.

REGION IV 
Region 4 held their RAC meeting on September 10th.  We had staff from IDHW and the Office on Drug Policy which provided timely updates regarding the award of the MSC contract, programmatic changes and exciting new partnerships.  There was discussion about how far out treatment providers were in administering the DAIN and how we are losing clients in the interim.  The next region 4 RSS and treatment providers’ meeting is scheduled for Oct 21 at 9 AM.

REGION V
Idaho Meth Project partnered with South Central Community Action Partnership on September 20th for it’s second annual communities in partnership free barbeque. Idaho Meth Project held the “Blakefest” music event in the evening.  There more than sixty booths including a shared RAC booth that featured recovery month. The community group Southern Idaho Partners Against Drugs (SIPAD) shared the RAC booth.

The November 13th RAC meeting will focus on scheduling a series of smaller focus / discussion meetings with city councils and community leaders outside Twin Falls City and County.  The purpose is to deliver information specific to the substance abuse prevention and treatment in Region V and to receive feedback from individuals about concerns and needs they may have.
