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I know the Office of Drug Policy reported to you on Monday about substance abuse treatment and prevention.  I want to briefly focus on the operational aspects of the program within the Division of Behavioral Health.
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The department’s Bureau of Substance Abuse Services includes prevention and treatment services, private provider training, program certification, tobacco inspections and DUI evaluator licensing.

The Division’s substance abuse prevention services are delivered through contracts with a network of private and some public agencies.  Services employ emerging best practices and evidence-based programs.  Prevention services are designed to develop anti-use attitudes and beliefs and provide skills to lead drug-free lives. Currently, Idaho has state-approved prevention programs in 42 counties.
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Services include education of youth and parents, mentoring and after school programs, life skills programs, and community coalition building.
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The goal of treatment services is to eliminate dependence on alcohol and other drugs. As with prevention services, the Division contracts for substance abuse treatment services primarily from private providers.  Services are evidence-based or emerging best practices.

Currently, Idaho has 54 state approved substance use disorder treatment providers at 112 sites, 105 stand-alone Recovery Support Service providers, of which 59 are faith-based providers.
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Substance use disorder providers deliver levels of care ranging from residential treatment to intensive outpatient treatment, outpatient treatment, and treatment in halfway houses. Specialized treatment services also are available for specific populations such as pregnant women and adolescents. 
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Recovery Support services include adult safe and sober housing, drug testing, case management, child care and transportation.
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The Department contracts with private entities to administer state networks of prevention and treatment providers.  In November 2008, the Department signed a new four year contract with Business Psychology Associates (BPA) for the management of the substance use disorder treatment services.  The management services contract is the Division’s largest contract at about $2.6 million and takes over half of the Substance Abuse operating budget.  

In order to fit within the existing operating budget, the scope of the contract was reduced to focus on managing the treatment provider network.  Changes made from the previous 4 year contract with BPA included clearer performance metrics and responsibility for all provider training.
Something else that is starting this month is a 6-month and 12-month follow-up on substance abuse clients who were discharged from treatment, beginning with clients discharged last July.  This will include clients who successfully completed treatment or failed to complete.  This information is expected to provide significant additional data on the effectiveness of services.
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INTENT LANGUAGE

There are some items of Legislative Intent language for which I have reports.  In SECTION  4 of the SFY 2009 appropriation for substance abuse treatment and services (HB 650 (2008)), the Division was directed to provide this committee a breakdown of the following substance abuse  treatment  groups:  criminal  justice  adults  and  juveniles, individuals treated through Drug and Mental Health Courts, and noncriminal justice individuals.  The information is to include an unduplicated count of the number of individuals served in fiscal year 2007 and fiscal year 2008, as well as the total annual cost per designated category.
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In the slide before you, you have the Treatment Groups, counts, and expenditures:

In Section 5 of HB 650, the Department was directed to serve at least the same number of individuals for substance abuse treatment in fiscal year 2009 as were served in fiscal year 2007 using evidence-based treatment methods.

As indicated in the slide before you, we feel that we are on track to serve as many clients in SFY 2009 as we did in SFY 2007.  
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SFY 2010 Budget
In order to meet the Governor’s Recommended SFY 2010 operating budget, the Division will not restore several contracts that were reduced in SFY 2009 to meet budget holdbacks.  The impacted contracts included the treatment management services contract, the youth media campaign and the prevention and treatment providers’ conferences.  Bureau and regional advisory committee operating funds were also reduced.
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With respect to treatment services, the Governor’s recommended treatment budget for SFY 2010 of $23.7 million is about $300,000 less than the treatment dollars appropriated for SFY 2009 year and is $8.4 million more than actual expenditures in SFY 2008.
Once the budget is finalized, the Department will work with the Interagency Committee on Substance Abuse to set allocations for each priority population within the final appropriation.
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
