	AMH Report
	· Questions from last meeting

· Localization of care is a concern for advocacy groups as far as a standard of care. 

· NAMI Report shows the money spent for Mental Health across the nation.

· Idaho is in the bottom 10 for money spent for Mental Health

· $44/person was spent in 2009 in Idaho

· The average across the nation is $122.80/person.

· Spending in Idaho has decreased by 17.9% since 2009.

· Idaho has had to adjust to the amount of money available to provide services.

· Children’s Mental Health reports the biggest adjustment has been to try to cover the rural areas of our Region.

· This Region has appreciated the willingness of community partners to assist in serving those in rural areas.

· Blaine County in particular has worked diligently to meet the needs of mental health clients.

· There is a concern that there are not enough services for veterans.

· Many vets do not access services because of the stigma.

· There is mobile counseling center called “The Vets Center” that drives from the Boise area; it comes to Twin Falls every other Friday.

	Addition of Board Members
	· There was a suggestion several months ago that we consider adding another member to represent the legal system on the Mental Health Board.

· There was also a suggestion that we consider adding a police officer or CIT trained officer to the board membership.

· Regions 6 and 7 have already combined or are combining the Regional Advisory Council and the Mental Health Board membership in anticipation of changes with the MH Transformation.

· Deb Thomas is the RAC Chairperson and would be a good person to contact concerning combining the boards.

· Legislation may move forward as a change/modification rather than new legislation which would assist with deciding what the membership of the new board would be.

	CIT Training Update
	· In 2010 Behavioral Health put on a 40-hour training using Region 7 staff to assist in the training.

· October of 2011 six people were sent to a CIT Train the Trainer so they could train people in our Region.

· November 2011 – Region 5 hosted a CIT overview for Chiefs and Captains to motivate them to send their officers to a 40-hour training.

· The CIT Workgroup has begun planning for a 40-hour training to be held in late February or early March in the Blaine County area.

· Wendy Norbom is working on acquiring funding through a grant for the cost of the training in Blaine County.

· Without a grant we will need to find funding for meals and lodging.

· It is a challenge for small police forces to allow officers to be away from their normal duties for an entire week.

· There needs to be a minimum of 20 attendees.

· It may be possible to include Probation and Parole officers.
