WELCOME:  Tammy Rubino, Chair, and self introductions.
Central Office Update: Terry Pappin reported:

· Prevention Intervention-requesting $600K for additional adolescent intervention.  Must have a .5 ASAM score
· GAIN and Case Management Training continue 

· The management services contract was awarded to BPA
· GAIN is not online yet
· Treatment Intervention is only for adolescents and stops at age 18

· Intervention will continue
· WITS is now online and every provider has access to it

Regional Update: Karen Cotton talked about:
· Management Service Contract, how we became co-occurring and the tools used; now BPA will be responsible for maintaining network of providers and doing all the training

· The date for providers to become co-occurring has been pushed out to 2010

· RD’s have now been removed from under the Behavioral Health program
· All state agencies are focusing on the budget right now; trying NOT to eliminate services but there will be cutbacks

Jack Cotton reported on Mental Health:
· Briefly discussed DDCAT
· Continuing to move forward on co-occurring and discussion on how Mental Health has been impacted

Discussion:

→Terry Pappin: State wide campaign or prevention services; no one will be turned away for services

→Karen Cotton: NAMI Far North has received a Mental Health Collaboration Grant to do crisis intervention with law enforecment, which involves a 40 hour training.  Seven individuals are being sent to Ohio for training and will then come back to train others

→Tammy Palanuik:  Heard back from Bethany regarding the letter she sent asking for prevention monies; the request would be taken into consideration for the 2010 budget
→Tammy Rubino: Kootenai Family Alliance has some money left over from 2009 which can be used for prevention

Benchmark Update: Duncan Leonhardy gave an overview of the Regional Snapshot  that was emailed to everyone: Substance Abuse Prevention in IDHW Region I
· The most notable is the large decrease in the number of participants because we lost the school age provider

· No adult prevention programs are going on right now

Discussion: a great need for prevention for adults and also for different types of addictions
· 87% of individuals on misdemeanor probation and 29% on felony convictions have substance abuse issues
· Most of the prevention programs are school based
· This year 98% of prevention services were able to be contracted out, but there was not a lot of leeway
· Prevention Plan Survey- based on needs assessment and can be used in writing grants.

Corinne Johnson-CRDS: gave a brief update on the Kootenai County Coalition “Where’s Jane Today” project, an effort  to promote the Great American Smokeout on Nov. 2oth.

Mike Wall-Kootenai County Adult. Probation: announced that county probation will be getting a certified drug dog in February.

Jim Crowley-Juvenile Corrections:  talked about the the possibilities and benefits of increasing the alcohol tax.
Discussion  on getting other regions on board, getting support from our legislators,  and taking this on as a RAC project.  Tammy Rubino will bring it up on the RAC conference call.

Bill Irving-Alliance Family Services: A Spirit Lake branch is being opened
