Our group is willing to do presentations on a variety of projects and are willing to work with other committees to develop prevention awareness programs.  Our goal is to develop a networking hub and to get information out to the community.
Karen Cotton-Reg. 1 DHW- An inmate survey is being conducted with Dept of Corrections and Dept. Juvenile Corrections regarding inmate’s children. Beginning Aug 18 and continuing for 30 days, a survey will be given to each inmate asking information about inmate’s children (who is caring for them and do they have any needs).  Surveys will be given to Idaho CareLine 2-1-1 and during the 1st or 2nd week in September they will send out packets to the person who is identified as caring for children.  These packets will have localized service information that could be helpful.  Information will include community resources as well as state and federal programs.  This is a collaborative effort between DHW, DOC and DJC.
