Jack Cotton-Reg. 1 Behavioral Health- Next week in Boise for updates on co-occurring diagnosis, getting ready for Train the Trainer in August, will bring back info for next meeting.  Explained the GAIN short screener.
 
Jim Crowley-DJC- Co-occurring is brand new to us. New 24 bed unit opening opening in Nampa. We are hearing from Judges that the partnering project between Health & Welfare, Juvenile Corrections, and  Mental Health Clinicians, is the best they have ever seen.  The kids are being assessed quickly at the front end.  A great example of bridging between agencies.
 
Daniel Fisher-UI - Asked to attend by the U of I Psychology Dept. to get acquainted with what each  agency is doing.  Also looking for an internship experience within our community.
 
Karen Cotton-Reg. 1 DHW- Announced the 9th Annual Mental Health Recovery Conference on Sept 25, & 26.  John Paul “Bi-Polar Boy” Jones, a former stand-up comedian, will be the guest speaker. “Out of the Darkness Walk” (suicide prevention) will occur on Sat. Sept 27th, and will start at O’Shay’s on Lake CdA Drive.  September is Recovery Month.
 
Amy Bartoo-IDFY- Summer camp went very well.  The theme was Self Expression and the kids wrote “I am Statements” and drew self portraits.  Volunteered to be the  District I Idaho Meth Project Coordinator.  In October, “Don’t Be A Dummy” skit will be preformed for Red Ribbon week.
 
Angela Palmer-Alliance Family Services- Our agency is staying very busy  with  picking up Powder Basin clients.  (Karen Cotton clarified that Powder Basin closed their doors as of June 30 and all providers in every county were keeping busy picking up their clients).
 
Debbie Stallcup-Bonner Co Justice -Summer Venture Camp is going great.  We had our 1st adult misdemeanor client approved for services by calling the 800 BPA number.
 
Marianne Kelley-Benewah Co Justice- We are also staying very busy with clients from the Powder Basin closure.
 
Kelly Jo Hilliard-Kootenai Co Diversion- Outlying areas are being hit hard from Powder Basin closure.  Utilizing GAIN for adolescents.  We’ve seen ECSTACY in the area recently and COCAINE is on the rise, which is competing with METH.
 
Suzette Driscoll-BPA- Area providers stepped up to the plate to pick up Powder Basin Clients, trying to fast-track them so they could continue care quickly.  If anyone has difficulty getting a client’s file transferred, please email me at suzetted@bpahealth.com.
 
Duncan Leonhardy-Benchmark- Working on extensions with current providers.  Updates coming to PreventionIdaho.org.  Idaho Prevention Institute, a training the state puts on is occurring August 4-8.  Sign up early, it fills up quickly.  Logic models are being encouraged.  CSAP is in the state now.  
 
Sammy McMichael-Benewah Medical Center- We continue to do mental health and substance abuse treatment.
 
Tammy Rubino-Kootenai Alliance for Children & Families- Fred Swanson from ISP is coming in tomorrow to present  on over the counter drug abuse for our July Lunch and Learn.  On Oct 11,  Germaine Galloway from Boise State Police will present on alcohol and drug related issues we continue to see in the community.  Communities That Care surveys will be getting into the schools this Oct.; we are hoping to get into Post Falls and Lakeland for the first time this year.  Compliance checks for all five counties are scheduled in August; they have not been done since 2003.  Teaming up with NIC Law Enforcement students and Boise State students to help with the project.
 
SUBSTANCE USE DISORDER SYSTEM – STATE & REGIONAL
Pharis Stanger reported that formal notification of the Management Contract will be announced  in a few weeks.  There were two bidders.  
Watch for DHW rule rewrites as it relates to approving drug and alcohol treatment programs. Discussion yesterday with Region 2 RAC on increased misuse of prescription drugs by kids, what do we think about the whole phenomenon, and how should we deal with it?

        Internet orders make the medications more accessible
        Unifying with other Regions for a state wide strategy?
        Education by pharmacists to clients
        Disposal sites/events of prescription drugs that are no longer used
        Partnering with other community agencies to do research
 
Karen Cotton reminded the group of the discussion at last month’s meeting about  the Department wanting to begin surveys at 3,6, and 12 month post-treatment.  Providers were asked to send survey questions and she has not seen anything yet.  Providers need to send what they think would be indicators of  success in treatment.

        No trainings are planned for GAIN right now.  Question on “who are the trainers”?  Discussion
 
        Karen Cotton stated the Community Collaboration grants are due by August 1.  They fall primarily under Mental Health.  Eligibility requirements discussed.  Discussion
 
o       Jim Crowley stated that Judge Mitchell is involved with a training in Sandpoint next week to address Mental Health Crisis Intervention Training (C.I.T.) with Law Enforcement and Corrections folks.  Jack Cotton elaborated that this program trains Law enforcement on how to approach individuals who may have a mental illness and how they do some assessment so the individuals are directed to the right location, rather than automatically to the hospital.  Region 6 has adopted this same curriculum through grant funds.  It is a very exciting and successful program.  Every state in the nation , with the exception of  9 states (including Idaho), have adopted this program.  NAMI Far North is going to write a collaboration grant to continue these trainings.
