WELCOME:  Tammy Rubino, Chair, and self introductions

RAC Chair Conference Call:  Tammy Rubino gave a brief summary of the RAC conference call: budget is completed, still no announcement on RFP applications, but set to start on Oct.1, GAIN-WIT provider survey is in, prisoner re-entry program has begun and is going smoothly, IDAPA rewrite will be done in early spring and public meetings will be held throughout the state; WICHE resolution report will be given at the next ICSA meeting.

Report on the August ICSA meeting was given by Debbie Field and Kathy 

Skippen:  State budgets were due Sept. 1st and revenues are headed down, not up; now looking at no new positions to be funded; full reports have just been emailed to you today by Corinne; Statewide problem on prescription drug abuse and proper disposal of such drugs; discussed some of the prevention dollars that are available and are working on a statewide Strategic Plan; residential treatment for adolescents statewide-25 kids on the waiting list, but all are receiving a substitute level of care.

Still asking for information from all regions for an online Resource.   

Need everyone’s talking points and updates by tomorrow on what your organizations are doing so a report can be sent. 

→Duncan Leonhardy met with Region 2  yesterday in regards to TIP 42 Training.  It requires a significant time commitment and several individuals are doing some of the training online to help alleviate the time demands.  Contact Region 2 CRDS for more information.

→Several RAC members had questions and voiced concerns regarding the transition time and the problems created with the provider contract and the  October 1 deadline.

CO-OCCURING DISORDERS:  Corinne reported that Karen was on vacation and we would move this to next month’s agenda.  She asked for any questions she might pass along to Karen. 

→Discussion and questions asked by several individuals as to what a provider needed to do exactly to become co-occurring  capable by July 1 of 2009.

DHW/SUDS: Handouts were provided on the 1st Quarter SFY09 Central Office Update and the GAIN Implementation Provider Survey Results, which Pharis Stanger explained and answered questions regarding the budget.  He mentioned that the focus has been on the treatment side.  Pharis does not yet know the status on GAIN or WITS, but it is being worked on.

→ Discussion on Case Management, Re-Entry Process, IDAPA Rule Re-write, Trainings in SFY09, and WICHE Report, as Pharis covered each topic.

UPCOMING TRAININGS:  Corinne announced that the Case Management October training has been cancelled due to lack of registrations, but will try to get another training scheduled.  Hil, Kelley Jo, Marianne, Samee, Michael, and Marlene all indicated interest in taking the class if given enough notice.  The 2nd week in October would be the best time and Corinne will send out an email after coordinating with the trainer.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
Neither Treatment or Prevention Committees met.  Prevention Committee is suspended until October.

 NETWORKING:

Tammy Rubino -Kootenai Alliance for Children & Families- Announced a training for Combating Underage Drinking at the Post Falls Police Dept. on October 9th from 8:30-12:30; a continental breakfast will be provided.  Jermaine Galloway will be presenting at this training.

Kelly Jo Hilliard- Kootenai County Diversion- Requested we fight for the line item ’09 budget for the intervention part of it.

Duncan Leonhardy-Benchmark Research and Safety- Currently wrapping up our contracting.

Michael Sargent-Alliance Family Services- Just started Case Management at Alliance and are getting it off and running.

Debbie Nadeau-Kootenai County Juvenile Probation- Officers are attending functions and going out to patrol parties; they will be patrolling at the football games.

Chas Griggs- He is a recovering addict who is looking to implement a program  to help consolidate all of the community resources in one simple website, in order to help alleviate the frustration and confusion a person, or their family, experiences in trying to find help.  STOP.org  (Start Treating Our Problems) has been created and registered for 1 year and the website is not yet up and running, but is currently being worked on. We have about 65 stories from individuals that we want to post on a testimonial page on the website.
