Directions to meeting place
From Westgate:
Take Fairview east to Cole. Turn right on Cole, left on Barrister and come in the front door of 7200 Barrister. 
 

If anyone is coming from the freeway, get off at Franklin as though you are going to the mall, but turn right on Franklin, left on Cole, right on Barrister. 
 

When you approach the front door, there is a trailer out front (hot dog stand). If you look to the right, there is a door there to the Civil offices of ACSO (Ada County Sheriffs Office). Look for a RAC Meeting Here sign on the door. Just inside that door to the left is the room we will use.
**Driving directions to Health and Welfare offices, 1720 Westgate Dr, Suite D: Travel west through the Fairview and Cole intersection. 

Westgate Drive is a right hand (north) turn off of Fairview. Look for the Health and Welfare sign next to PoJo’s on Fairview. Suite D is the last building, white in color, before the subdivision.
