THE ASSESSMENT PROCESS
· Each person who applies for Adult Developmental Disabilities Services needs to go through an assessment to determine eligibility for developmental disabilities services.  

· If the person is eligible for Medicaid services, they can apply for a wide range of services through the Care Management Program.

· If the person is not eligible for Medicaid services, they may still get assistance through the regional Family and Community Services.  (FACS)  FACS can be accessed through your local Regional Medicaid Services. 
· The Assessment Process starts with an Application for Services at the local Regional Medicaid Unit.  
· The Application is forwarded to the Independent Assessment Provider (IAP).
· The IAP makes an appointment with the applicant and their guardian or advocate for an assessment.
· An assessment is a combination of review of documentation, interviews and testing to determine eligibility.
· The IAP will review all the documents that are provided with the application.
· The IAP will interview the applicant plus family, guardians and advocates regarding medical, social and developmental history.
· The IAP will use a test called the SIB-R to determine functional limitations and needs for support.  
· The process takes several hours to complete and is usually done at the office of the IAP.
· In some circumstances, the IAP will travel to another meeting place to complete the assessment.  The applicant or their family needs to let them know if they cannot come to the IAP’s office.  
· Based on all of the information obtained, the IAP will determine if the applicant meets State of Idaho eligibility for DD services.
· The IAP will send the decision letter to the applicant and their guardian.
· The IAP will send the information back to the Regional Medicaid Unit.
· If the applicant is eligible, they can proceed with either Care Management services, if Medicaid eligible, or Family and Community Services, if not.
