BUSINESS: 
1. Nominations for Board Members

REPORTS FROM FUNCTIONAL AREAS:

1. Children’s Behavioral Health (Randy Rodriquez)
a. All positions from the state reallocation have been filled. This has helped to expand services in the Blackfoot and Rexburg offices.
2. Adult Behavioral Health (Randy Rodriquez)
a. The AMH priorities were shared: 1- Crisis including DEs. 2- Commitments (civil -66-329 and criminal-18-212) including outpatient dispositions. 3 – 19-2524 assessments and treatment. 4- Mental Health Court 5- Voluntary clients meeting eligibility of an SPMI and indigent.
3. Private Providers (Kelly Keele)
a. Managed Care RFP might be sent out in later part of May. The award of the RFP might be somewhere between October and next spring.
b. The redesign of DD services has hurt those dually diagnosed with an SED. There has been a lot of hard work to resolving this issue and we should see some temporary rule changes by July 1.
c. Elaine Sullivan reported that Sullivan Mental Health is accepting pro-bono clients.
4. SPAN – Suicide Prevention Action Network (Hollie Gray)
a. SPAN and BYDC (Bonneville Youth Development Council) is teaming up for the River Riot on May 24th from 4-8 at the greenbelt. There will be a walk and other activities.

c. The SPAN conference is September 14-15 in Boise
