· Children attend groups according to their age.

· Independent living skills are taught.

· The facility has a “homey” feel.

	· Easter Seals Goodwill – LeWaynne Jungert
· LeWaynne is offering Restorative Justice assistance.
· She will assist with finding facilitators for trainings.

· Employment referrals for kids in Department of Juvenile Corrections (to help kids pay back their fines or restitution)

· Mediation 

· Family Group Conferencing

· Community Service consulting 

· She can help with anything restorative in nature.

· There is a Restorative Training on February 23rd and 24th.
· Jonni U. – is offering free equine therapy once a week. DJC will fund this therapy if the child is involved with the Juvenile Justice System.

· There is money available to help children involved in both the Mental Health system as well as the Juvenile Justice system (see Bev Ashton). 

· WrapAround – Eric Call

· All CMH clinicians have been trained in ‘mini-wrap-around’.  This will help the CMH clinicians to be able to do wraparound with 20-511A cases.

· Juvenile Justice and Probation will let clinicians know if they think a case would be appropriate for wraparound.

· Juvenile Corrections – Bev Ashton
· Case management is being done for all moderate to high risk to reoffend or low risk with high needs cases.

· The Judge will use the plans to assess probation violations.

· Juvenile Detention Center – Inga Elkin
· Inga will report on new statistics at the next meeting

· Juvenile Probation – Kevin Sandau 

· Status offender holds will need to have an explanation as to why the child is taken to detention because of new Federal regulations. Best practice is to not put status offenders in detention.
· Twin Falls County Treatment & Recovery Clinic – Jaci Urie

· Funding changes have paid for a case manager. Every client that comes in now gets case management.

· Children’s Mental Health – Lee Wilson
