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IDAHO MEDICAID CONTRACTS WITH OHIO COMPANY TO 

COLLECT DRUG REBATES FROM MANUFACTURERS

The Idaho Department of Health and Welfare has contracted with Provider Synergies LLC to provide consultation and support for the Department’s Pharmacy and Therapeutics (P & T) Committee and the Department’s Preferred Drug List (PDL).

Provider Synergies, a Mason, Ohio-based company, is a nationally recognized leader in delivering cost savings to state Medicaid programs. The company has demonstrated continued success in the development, implementation and maintenance of PDL/Supplemental Rebate Programs. A supplemental rebate is money collected from a drug manufacturer which supplies a large number of prescription drugs to a state. The money helps defray the cost of supplying drugs to Medicaid clients.  
Currently, Provider Synergies’ client states comprise over 7 million Medicaid enrollees with total drug expenditures of $8 billion.  The company provides rebate and other services for a wide variety of plans and populations in eight states in addition to Idaho.  
The Idaho P & T Committee, comprised of professionals from the Idaho medical community, reviews evidence-based clinical reports and receives public testimony to evaluate the safety and efficacy of the various drugs within a therapeutic class. Once a determination regarding the safety and efficacy of the drugs is complete, the Committee also reviews rebate proposals from drug manufacturers to make a recommendation to the Department on inclusion of drugs on the Department’s Preferred Drug List.  

The P & T Committee recommendations are key components of the Department’s management of prescription drug spending.  During the past year, the Department spent over $166 million in drug expenses making it the largest single line item in the Idaho Medicaid budget.   Idaho currently has 25 drug classes on the Department’s Preferred Drug List and is moving forward with expanding the program.
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
