· Goals and objectives need to be identified.

· Discussion:

· Combining the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Boards will be helpful to bring both issues to the attention of the public.

· Caution: not to get ahead of DHW as to how these two programs (SUD and MH) will be combined.

· Public will bring gaps in services to the attention of the Speakers Bureau and the public will expect answers regarding how we intend to fill those gaps. Speakers need to be prepared to answer questions and know resources.

· Question: How will these meetings be documented so that public comment is brought back to the MH Board? Subcommittee will address this.
· Resource guide for speakers and others was discussed. The decision was made to continue to use the 211 Cares line and remind other agencies to keep their information updated in that system.

	Behavioral Health update – Scott Rasmussen
	· Scott shared Board suggestions and feedback with Ross Edmunds.

· Ross Edmunds has written the new rules for the Boards but it hasn’t been approved yet.
· Money will be available for the Board to use to fill gaps in services but the Board has to show readiness before monies will be dispersed.

· The new board will consist of members from mental health and substance use areas.  There will be 19 voting members.

· We could demonstrate readiness by redesigning our existing board to include the members suggested.  

· Subcommittees can be formed to assist in identifying gaps and bring suggestions to the MH Board to vote on.

· The Regional Advisory Council is also making changes to their Board in the same manner as this Board.

· Discussion:

· Providers and others are hesitant to move to action because of the uncertainty of the “transformation”. 

· We can still be helpful to the community even while we wait for direction.

· Current by-laws allow the Board membership to be changed via a committee consisting of the Regional Director, Regional Program Manager and a County Chairperson.
· It is proposed that at the next Board meeting we elect subcommittee heads and identify gaps for the subcommittee’s to address so when funding is available we have demonstrated readiness, i.e. we are “shovel ready”.
· Motion made by Mick Hodges

· Second by Rick Yavruian

· Unanimous approval by the Board

· Even if funding doesn’t become available we are better serving our community.

· Statutory changes have not been formally approved but have been reviewed.
· According to the “System of Care” triangle the Regional BH Community Development Board would be responsible for:

· Community Consultation and Education (anti-stigma and community inclusion)

· Housing (to promote and sustain independent living in communities)

· Employment (to promote and sustain independence in communities)

· Prevention (evidence-based activities to prevent the burden of behavioral health disorders)

· Services to Support Recovery and Resiliency (services within communities natural support structure)

· Transportation (development of sustainable and reliable transportation options)

· The membership of the board needs to be identified before forming subcommittees.

· A small group could identify people willing to serve as a subcommittee chair, in this way people aren’t surprised and all members feel they have had input.

· The Mental Health Board has not appointed a RAC member to be on the MH Board – needs to be done.

· Scott & Sally will prepare an updated structure of the current board before the next meeting.
