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Promotion of QSUDPT to QSUDP

Documentation of 1040 hours

The following guidelines apply to Provider Network Agencies submitting recommendations to promote a Qualified Substance Use Disorders Professional Trainee (QSUDPT), to a Qualified Substance Use Disorders Professional (QSUDP). 

While supervising a QSUDPT, a clinical supervisor will be guided by IDAPA 16.07.20.217, and the “How To” Manual for Clinical Supervision in IDAHO

When providing documentation to the Bureau of Substance Use Disorders as part of a recommendation for a QSUDPT to be promoted to a QSUDP, a clinical supervisor will use or provide similar formats containing the same elements as required by SUD:
1. The QSUDP Applicant Documentation Checklist for Applicant/Treatment Agency Use and;
2. The suggested format for daily documentation of 1040 Hours of Supervised SUD Experience and;
3. The suggested letter format, which can be adapted to agency letter head as follows on page 2 of this document.  Note:  all elements included in this format are required.
