	OPTUM:  Aaron Darpli presented the Idaho Behavioral Health Plan quarterly report flyer and discussed:

portal for authorizations; field car coordinator independently licensed position posted; gap analysis; collaboration PCP, possible outreach models

BEHAVIORAL HEALTH:  Holly Bonwell discussed RFI for the Crisis Center; announced Lynn Thompson as the new Chief of Children’s MH; several staff members retiring.  Mike Wraith would be replacing Richard Schmidt as ACT team supervisor.  He is an experience clinician from Region 3.  Program Managers meeting in Boise next week.
JDC: Debbie Nadeau: 299 kids commitment; JDC SUDS through May 31 is 59% spent statewide.  Dist. 1 at 55% utilized although recent 4 inpatient and 155 youth served; no list or wait time.  Shoshone county saw 7 suicides within a year with the majority being adolescents.  

Law Enforcement:  Sheriff Wheeler: $30,000 contributed by NAMI which will fund CIT; next year’s 7th academy in Feb, currently 60% of officers trained; goal to have all patrol and detention trained; discussion of expanding and looking at requirement.

MH Planning Council:  Stan Calder:  Still recruiting for BH Planning council; 51% must be non-governmental; discussed current positions still available; toolkit to be received by council during August meeting; criteria from each board due April 1 for Planning Council report to Gov. each year; commitment to make Children’s Behavioral Health well represented; each board application will be reviewed by Council Executive Board; Trinity Group Home packets passed out.
NAMI Far North Project: flyers passed out regarding project Gini Woodward has taken on, providing necessities for crisis patients at the State Hospital.
