	DHW Update
	Dick Armstrong, Director of DHW report: Ross Edmonds, Administrator for Behavioral Health, pushed the Transformation Bill to go through this past legislative session, which did not go through. Now they need to evaluate and make a decision, as a collaborative process based on the vision of where we want to be.

Starting January 2014, all health plans will have parity. 
Medicaid reform – If Idaho decides to open enrollment, approximately 104,000 people will qualify as indigent population. 9.2 billion dollars will go into the state over the next 10 years. 50 organizations across the state have joined together to push it forward. The Director position role is to have a more accountable health care delivery system and benefit design. DHW does not want to place significant barriers to the health care. With good health behaviors, we can offset the co-pays. Some examples they have been thinking about – 1) if in the first 90 days you receive a health assessment, you may get a $20 credit, 2) if you get a wellness exam, you may get a $20 credit, and there will be more opportunities such as these for credit accounting. The participants will get monthly statements to show where they are and reminders for all appointments. The plan for this is currently in front of CMS. Services will be offered on sliding scale. Those at 100% poverty level will be treated differently than the 138%. 
The idea for this has come from a prototype from the state of Indiana. They had 1115 Demonstration Waiver, which was done for 4 years for 36,000 people, before they applied for Medicaid Expansion. 

Currently CHIP offers premiums waived if a participant is kept up on their immunizations.
If CMS approves the plan, the belief is that the Governor will approve it. This will then be one of the first bills to go through next legislative session. 

If this goes through, the marriage penalty will not exist, that currently exists for married Medicaid participants. It will not include assets, only household income. It will open more enrollments for adults without children, based on income alone. If they do not qualify due to over income, they will qualify for the Insurance Exchange (if they eligible for the tax credit, they would go to the Exchange). 

April 22 is the first meeting of the Insurance Exchange Board. There are no pre-existing condition issues and the H&P will not be a requirement. 

There was some discussion regarding Health Homes and the stipend vs. fee for service, because it takes a lot of time to manage the number of people, and to manage the preventative measures. 
MCO – The contractual kickoff meeting was April 17. They are defining the process arrangements, definition of network, etc, which will go on for 2-3 weeks which, hopefully then it will be more defined. They are discussing creating communications vs. road blocks. The implementation date is July 1st, although it could be more than another month out. They will soon put up FAQs on the DHW website for the MCO, in which Joyce will forward the link when that comes out.  
	

	Legislative Event:
  
	May 2, 1230-203. 4 legislators have RSVP’d. Some cannot make it. It was decided that the Board would provide an information packet, which Corinne will send out and ask for suggestions. We should respond by Thursday of next week. A provider meeting is scheduled for that same day from 10-12. Questions will be asked of the legislators regarding Transformation, Medicaid Expansion/Care Network. Susie Fischer read to the board NAMI Idaho’s comments regarding transformation.

“Bill SB 1114- Behavioral Health Transformation Bill.  This bill was written to establish the areas of responsibility of the Division of Behavioral Health (DBH), merge mental health services and substance use disorder services into a single service called Behavioral Health, and create a Behavioral Health Planning Council and Regional Behavioral Health Boards. The NAMI Idaho Board opposed this bill for three major reasons: 

    The bill codified the limitation of adult mental health services to crisis-based interventions.

    The  "state behavioral health authority" concept was confusing.

    The creation of the  Behavioral Health Boards  did not include permanent funding.

The bill passed the Senate without any NAMI Idaho input.  NAMI Idaho made a significant effort  to inform the House Health and Welfare Committee members of its concerns through written testimony, emails and phone calls. The bill did not get out of the House  Health and Welfare Committee before the  legislative session ended so it was not enacted into law.

    HB 309- to expand Medicaid was introduced near the end of the session and did not have a formal committee hearing.
