SUB-COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Legislative:  Leanne Rousseau 
· Transformation Bill S1114a has passed the Senate and looks good to pass the House, but with a trailer bill for funding.  Startup funds for the new board if this bill passes, looks to be about $60 K.
· Health Care Reform  (Medicaid Expansion) : does not look like it will be carried by legislation this year, but will concentrate on next year.
· Health Insurance Exchange legislation passed

· Committee is planning a Legislative event and will invite legislators to participate in a question/answer panel.  Currently looking at dates and a place to host for April 24th or 29th, or possibly May 2nd or 3rd.  Will get the word out as quickly as possible when the date is set.

Youth/Education:  Kerri Wilfong 
· Education committee has combined with the Youth committee as our goals are very similar.

· Currently two tasks we are working on this fiscal year: inviting youth to present at the Legislative event the Legislative Committee is hosting, and raising awareness for the April 27th Prescription Drug Take-Back event on April 27th.
Transformation: Linda Johann
· There have been lots of questions on the lay out of the new boards and funding for them if legislation passes.
Discussion: Joyce Broadsword explained there are different options and each board may look different in each region. Each regional board will act independently (but according to statute) and may elect to hire an administrator and/or grant writer, depending on the region’s need.  It looks like there will be approximately $60 start-up money for the boards the first year, with approximately $50 each year after to operate.  Joyce explained where the monies would probably be coming from.

IDOC: Erik Keil (via email, not in attendance)

· We are quickly moving toward a change in the 19-2524 GAIN evaluation process.  On or before July 1, 2013, all IDOC pre-sentence offenders will have a GAIN-Core completed on them.  Previously, only those ordered through 19-2524 were assessed.  On March 14th, the IDOC Education, Treatment & Reentry Bureau sent out a memo to providers informing them of these changes and asking them to submit an email to idoc.sud@idoc.idaho.gov  indicating they are "opting in" to be a part of the assessment network.  Those who do not opt-in will be presumed to have opted-out and no GAIN referrals will be made.
· It is important to note that we are obligated by law to complete the GAIN-Core and resulting GRRS report within 10 business days of the defendant's guilty plea.  "Opting in" obligates the provider to adhere to those same time frames.
PRESENTATION: SEQUEL Youth and Family Services

Ben Crogan, Paula Garay, and Jarrett Shoemaker attended our meeting today to announce the Feb. 4th opening of their  day treatment program. This program targets youth ages 13-18 (sometimes 12 year olds) who are struggling in a typical school setting.

· The CDA Academy school is open from 8am-3pm and includes breakfast, lunch, and snacks.  Therapy with family involved is offered from 3:15pm-6:00pm.  It is a very structured program which includes IDEA curriculum.  Each student has a desk and laptop.  Most of the youth have either PSR services or are referred by Mental Health Court.
· Funding source: currently contracting with the school districts

· Hoping to open an eight bed boys group home sometime this summer

Discussion from RAC/MHB members:  there is also a need for a girls group home.

· SEQUEL is currently trying to identify gaps in services throughout the state.  Discovered there is a need to serve kids close to home and near family, which has led to regionalization across the state.

· The kids can join the program at any time, but are still considered in the public school systems.  The credits earned come from their home school.

· Qualifications to get kids into the program per diem are $125/day.  Kids who have Medicaid can been seen for therapy.

PRESENTATION: TATU- Teens Against Tobacco Use

Cheryl McDonald with the American Lung Association presented on the TATU program represented by her association. 
· This peer education program targets middle school to high school youth to become peer models for younger kids.  These kids use several props (pig lungs, tar jar, etc.) to help demonstrate the negative effects of tobacco use in their presentations.
· TATU is currently funded by the millennium fund and functions primarily in the North Idaho Panhandle
· The groups have been dwindling because people think the TATU program funding has gone away.  IT has not and the organization is working hard on expanding it.  Currently have two groups in Northern Idaho that are active:
25 teens active in St. Maries, and 22 teens who are active in Clark Fork.

· Need help getting the word out so TATU can be active again in other North Idaho counties.
CENTRAL OFFICE UPDATE (via phone):  Ross Edmunds & Rosie Andueza
Ross Reported:

· Transformation legislation S1114a passed the Senate last week and will be heard before the House next week with changes to funding source.  Yesterday JFAC gave start-up funds of $50k per region, then potentially $60k will go to Regional Boards for hiring a Project Manager or Grant Writer; could look different for each region depending on regional needs.  Regional Boards will be made up of volunteers.
· Legislative session should be concluded by March 29th.
-Discussion and questions asked where funds for the boards were coming from.

 -Concerns from Region 1 addressed to Michael Bartlett (participating on phone call) regarding ATR grant funding ending in Region 1 without any notice.  Region 1 understood each county was given a budget with  Region 1  being fiscally responsible, trying to make funds last throughout the fiscal year; suddenly it ended without Region 1 being able to utilize all of their budgets.  Michael explained the funds went to Regions who were overspent, with 90% of the ATR funds being utilized for misdemeanants. 
Rosie Reported:
· Looking at re-drafting the Treatment Provider w/past felony legislation.  Asking providers to be involved to help craft a right rule.  Suggestion from Region 1 that felonies need to be specific.
· Budget moratoriums on other populations as well, explanation of deferred program
· The longest GAIN waiting period will be 90 days
· Child Protection is overspent; courts have agreed to pick up drug court cases only
· Contemplating having Regions do their own GAINS (definite positive feedback from Region 1)
· A document was sent out to all Regions regarding referrals to the Adult Mental Health Program
· BPA contract has been extended through Sept. 2012.  The RFP is out and due back next week.
· Four components to TTI:
1. Two peer specialists have been hired: Bobbie Blankenship and Kathy Blaymeyer

2. Action Plan Focus: will set readiness criteria for the Boards.  Need a toolkit to help get the Boards set up.  Hoping to include exercises to help the new Boards identify needs.

3. Idaho Electronic Portal will address Recovery with a Trauma focus.

4. Recovery Coaches:  week long training to become a coach.  Planning on 55 coaches across the state.  Of those coaches, 15 will also become trainers.  Allocated spots per each region.
