	Application Update
	The new Regional Behavioral Health Board currently has 11 applications. The deadline has been extended for more applications. If there are more than one in any area, the board will welcome ad hoc non-voting members. 
	

	Guest Speakers
	Ross Edmunds discussed the Planning Council meeting the week prior. The Council is working on getting membership in place and focusing on readiness criteria done by July 1st. Discussed having Kathy Skippen head up the readiness group which would not only focus on readiness f the boards, but also develop a toolkit for regional boards to be follow to be better prepared. It will have a checklist that will include items such as applications for membership, a process for new appointments to be made and a guidance process for when the board decides they may need something such as respite care, etc. It will also include legal information such as fiscal polices, personnel policies, etc. 
Ross discussed the Recovery Idaho meeting in which is currently meeting every two weeks, and they are moving to a 501C3 status. The bard can have 9-15 members and they currently have 9. They may be CCAR of Idaho if they want to start a recovery center. They do have a Facebook and there will be informational flyers at ICADD.
Ross provided an update on the crisis centers which is abut 1-2 weeks away from the RFI closing date. Letters of support can still be provided. Claudia is collecting them for Region I. 
	

	Updates
	Linda provided additional information n the Behavioral Health Planning Council. The new board will be set by law. Everyone will provide an application who may be interested. Discussion regarding other regions partnering with other governmental or public entities for the new boards. 

JDC update from Jim – SUDS funding 48% spent, 80% through the year. 60-65% of commitments have SUD and seeing a higher % of mental health issues. 325 kids committed currently. Discussion of lack of beds available for kids who need treatment, this is a gap and need for our community. 

Angela talked about the National Alliance of Drug Endangered Children conference. 

IDOC More people are people referred to services through parolees and aftercare programs. There is a lapse between when a person is referred then when they receive treatment and how do we fill this gap? 

Discussion of the article in the Inlander, discussion of sending to legislators and sending thank you to the Inlander for posting the article. 

Karen from Optum - Peer support services are going in the communities. Children under the age of 17 are not getting approved for services, and sometimes without an advance notice. Some services are being delayed up to 2 weeks. Optum recently sponsored a member advocate presentation, in which no members from R2 showed, and 3 members in R1 with one provider attended. The board was informed although members and providers were not informed. They are looking at other ways to inform the public regarding these presentations. 
Prescription Take Back box – the RAC has had a difficult time finding a location for this box.
	

	Budget
	RAC funds – All money from the RAC funds has been spent. There were three subcommittee members overseeing the mini grants and $2484 left in the budget. Money went to the Recovery Idaho, a non-profit in Bonner County for Gretchen Steen for Alcohol and Drug, Clint Aldrich from Benewah County, one person from Port of Hope  and one person from Abundant Wellness to ICADD, and to ACES for training for treatment services to serve three counties.
