Thursday, October 13, 2011

Minutes

Call to Order: Chair Jim Rehder called the meeting to order at 1:31 p.m.

Welcome and Introductions/Attendance: Rep. John Rusche, Jim Rehder, Chris Goetz, Steve Button, Sabrina Wakefield, Darrell Keim, Ron Beecher, Eleanor Downey, Diana Pals, Dean Allen, Beverly Fowler, Amber Seipert, Theresa Wolf, Commissioner Doug Zenner, Lisa Martin, Brian Pope,  Randy Davis (names in bold are board members)

Approval of minutes: Diana Pals moved, Chris Goetz seconded to approve, motion passed.

Update on Tele-Mental Health Project (Randy Davis): Equipment is at SJRMC and they have started contracting with CMH for tele-psychiatry services with Coeur d’Alene (Kootenai) and Pasco (Lourdes). 

Randy reported they have been working with local physicians and they are accepting referrals for children’s services.  Kootenai is up and running and they are waiting for the referrals to come in from around the region.  They have not to date received any referrals.  

Crisis Intervention Training (CIT) Training Update (Chris Goetz): Train the trainer training (40 hours) will be held in February of 2012.  Will have a four person team that will be available.  

Board Member Considerations (parent, hospital, physician): Still looking for possible replacements for Board Members in these three areas.  

Managed Care Concept with Medicaid:  Jim asked Rep. Rusche how moving to “local control” might affect overall services.  The concern is it might add another “hoop” to access of services in the behavioral health services arena.  Rep. Rusche stated he felt there would be about four possible vendors of managed care MH services that would submit bids statewide for services and case management.  The RFP will be out in November of this year, with possible contract offered by Feb/Mar of 2012.  They will have to establish contracts with local providers for direct MH service provision.  He is unsure how it might affect regional entities at this time.  
   
State Planning Council Report (Amber Seipert): Amber attended her first meeting.  SAMSHA staff came and discussed managed care and what the state needs to focus on.  They stated that the legislation that requires certain levels of licensure/certification will be very difficult for Idaho to comply with.  This might be cost prohibitive in the rural counties.  The grants for MH and BH were discussed with regard to how they could be combined in the future.  Dean Allen stated that he knows of at least three agencies in our region that would not meet the certification requirements and cannot afford to get the certification, so will likely have to close down. The dilemma is how to maintain professional services and at the same time provide them in a cost effective manner.

MH/SUD Service Impact Survey Update (Diana Pals): The survey has been submitted to BSU institutional review board for approval.  They will send it out as soon as approval has been granted.  Sabrina Wakefield has been working hard on getting this ready.  The deadline for respondents is 11/1.  

BHIC and 9/15 Workshop Reports—review of draft document (Teresa Wolfe): Marsha Bracke has facilitated a discussion and created a draft document for a proposed Region II Behavioral Health Structure with a group of regional stakeholders.

The second meeting of the initial group will be on 10/20/11 to make recommendations to the state.

Teresa, Diana and Lisa will serve as subcommittee to address concerns and make recommendations to the larger group on 10/20.  

Mental Health Updates—adult and youth (Vicki Malone and Brian Pope):  No report.

State Hospital Report: New administrator for BH in Regions I & II will be on board by November.  His name is Ken Kraft.

Mental Health Courts (Lisa Martin): Lisa and Judge Stegner have been trying to provide treatment with minimal staff (only two at this time).   Had three different services in the past, but will have to cut some services due to funding cuts.

Hopefully they can have a staff member go out twice a week to provide necessary services.
They currently have 10 spots available for MH Court.  If clients are unable to receive services in the community, they go to prison and receive treatment services at a much higher cost.  
10 active clients in Nez Perce County with 15 slots.
4 active clients in Clearwater County with 10 slots.

RAC Report (Eleanor Downey):  Dean Allen reported:  Will be trying to address issues with transportation, childcare as well as other concerns.  Beverly Fowler shared that drug court program really works and since our program has been involved, only one of our clients has recidivated.
