II. Approval of October BHB Minutes:  Previous month’s minutes need to add Sharlene Johnson to attendance.

III. Dr. Jefferson moved to add Recovery Center discussion to agenda.  Motion Approved
IV. State Planning Council – Jennifer G:  Jen reports that Planning Council met on 10/13 and 10/14 in Boise.  They reviewed a large number of updates on items going to the legislature.  Regions 1 and 4 Behavioral Health Boards are approved for transformation.  Office of Drug Policy is getting the word out about Noxolone.
V. Mission, and Vision Statements – Chris G:  The following Mission and Vision statements were adopted.  Both motions were made by Tom L.
Vision
  “Our Vision is a community where physical, mental, social and emotional needs are met.”

Mission ”We promote the development of an integrated network of preventative and responsive behavioral health care which is accessible and affordable to all Region 2 communities and individuals.
VI.       MOA: – Darrell K:  Darrell will update the MOA document by adding the newly adopted Mission and Vision Statements and then will send to executive committee for approval.  There was discussion around the need to iron out budget details.  Questions were asked such as “Will BHB maintain any control of the initial $50,000?  Will programs or events such as Hands Across the Bridge that area already committed continue to be supported?
VII.       Needs and Gaps – Eleanor:   Eleanor reports that she has distributed a draft Needs and Gaps form and has made changes suggested by those who reviewed and returned.  During this BHB meeting Eleanor passed a form to board members and asked for a list of the five greatest needs and gaps.
VIII. Peer Support Services Certification – DHW-BH:  A report was given that Peer Support Specialists are provided with a 40 hour training offered by Jannus, Inc. and receive a certificate of training. To receive certification, as of September 1, 2015, the certification process for Certified Peer Support Specialists is done by the Division of Behavioral Health. There is also a 10 CEU requirement in which 1 CEU must be in Ethics. Also, 3 endorsement certificates are available once you are a Certified Peer Support Specialist: 1) Crisis Center, 2) Criminal Justice and 3 )Co-Occurring Disorders.   Stephanie made it clear that the process is well-detailed on the Health and Welfare website on the Peer Support page.  The Board raised the question “Is there a reciprocity process if a person was previously certified?” Reciprocity applications are due by the end of the year.
