The meeting was called to order at 9:08 a.m.
DHW updates:  H&W has a data unit full of information.  Is there data that would be helpful for RAC to have for the meetings?  Darrel will send out notice to all RAC participants seeking input as to what may be helpful information to see if it is available.  Some ideas are:  %of DUI’s referred to treatment or that the judge waives evaluations; % of DUI’s who get the minimal education requirement vs. % that get no formal interventions; number of persons with a new episode of care within 30 and 180 days of discharge; %of clients that are listed as co- occurring disorders who are treated for both at one provider location vs. those that are treated for the co- occurring disorder at separate locations; the utilization rates for Case management and breaking down those with Medicaid vs non Medicaid clients accessing services;  data that indicates if the addition of case management increases the probability of successful treatment outcomes.
Conference Call with Kathy Skippen:  1) the rate increases went into effect 9-1-12 for client benefits, with the exception of PSC.  2) The funding partners are working on the SUD request for proposal (current contract held by BPA) and hope to have the request ready to put out by December. 3) Budget is looking good at this point, the spending rate is up with more clients from IDOC getting access to services and it appears we are on target. 4) The RFP for Medicaid managed mental health is now out.  Be aware of how it may impact SUD treatment!  Encourage providers to take a look at the RFP and its potential requirements.  Our current method of covering Medicaid SUD clients through H&W will no longer be an option.  The new contractor for the managed care will be handling those clients and setting the standards of who can treat Medicaid clients and not likely controlled by IDAPA rules.  It may be well to look at other states who using managed care for Medicaid to see what standards are in place there to help guess what may be required with this contract.  5) If Medicaid expansion is approved by the legislature there will be a big increase of persons eligible for services.  Likely criminal justice clients would qualify.  The legislature will need to figure out how to pay for the increase numbers accessing care if this happens.  The possibility of pulling the SUD funds currently used in the general fund for this remains a possibility.  Providers need to be actively looking at contingency plans for all of the possible options.
IDOC updates:  Summer O.;  The new IDOC matrix is out.  We are now prescreening for mental health and SUD all felony clients in our region.  It is anticipated the number of full SUD assessments may increase as a result and will need to be contracted out to providers to complete.  Summer will follow up on the question about the 14 day turnaround time for assessments to see if it will be lengthened out.
Prevention: Duncan L;  Currently in last year of contract unless it is extended.  Goodwill will be offering a new program in Lewiston –Strengthening  Families.  It focuses on families with children ages 10 to 14 and is 8 to 10 weeks long.  Mt. View School K-8 program is one of the region’s largest programs.  Social media norming is becoming impactful and some of the coalitions are using funds for this approach.  Region 1, Kootenai Alliance, has a good program on this worth checking out.  Even with a 10% cut in funds for the region this year we have funded some good programs and we have allocated all of the funds.
The VA website has some good resource material available on PTSD on their website.
Housing; Debbie W; Clearwater permanent housing is full.  She has been talking to the VA case worker and there is funding assistance for Vets and families to not only help with housing but also transportation and SUD treatment.  An invitation will be sent asking the VA to come to the RAC and discuss the available options.   There are some very good successes this summer getting persons back to work through her agency.
Coalitions: Sharlene J; Kamiah has a new mascot, SOHO, and is being used as part of their social media.  The prescription drop box is going well, except the mouth is too small for some of the prescription bottles to fit into it – they are having to provide baggies so the drugs can be transferred to them.  They participated in the Bar B Que days for community last week.  The schools are following protocol for UA testing of students in extracurricular activities this year. 
Nimiipuu Health: Tim V; They have been providing a closed grief group, and are ready to start a domestic violence group.  They are also preparing a group for prescription addictions as the clinic is referring clients to them with extended prescription uses of addictive Rx.  They are sponsoring Recovery Days with food and music – in Kamiah on 9-20 and Lapawai on 9-26.
RAC EVENTS: Darrel K;  Hands across the Bridge 2012 – is set for 9-21 at 5;30 at Brackenberry Square in Lewiston with speakers – Chief of Police, and guest speakers from each treatment agency, with music and food.  Drug courts have indicated they will extend curfews for the event if the client asks.  Should be done by 9 p.m.
Rx turn-ins;  have developed $3,500 in adds to advertise turning drugs in at the drop box sites.  There will be 3,500 minute adds.  Darrel will also be a guest on a talk show on 9-26 airing at 7 and 8 a.m. to help advertise the drop boxes.
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
