

REGION II MENTAL HEALTH BOARD
MINUTES
March 8, 2012

--Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by Chair, Jim Rehder, at 1:35 p.m. at the Idaho State Office Building, 3rd floor.
--Welcome and Introductions: Present: (Members’ names in bold): Steve Button, Jim Rehder, Darrell Keim,  Beverly Fowler, Sabrina Wakefield, Barb Kauffman, Ron Beecher, Lisa Martin, Brian Pope, Diana Pals, Ken Kraft, Tom Strochein, Liz Chavez, Dr. Arnold Kadrmas, Chris Goetz, Randy Davis, Rod Estes, Melissa Anstine

--Approval of January and February 2012 Minutes: Motion was made to approve the minutes by Brian Pope and was seconded by Tom Strochein.  Motion carried.
--Board member nominations: After nomination ballots by board (unexpired terms) were counted a motion was made by Chris Goetz and seconded by Lisa Martin: Deborah Lind as a ID Dept of Health and Welfare; Jennifer Griffis as a Parent of a Child with Serious Emotional Disturbance; Marsha Wilson as an Adult Health Services Consumer Representative, Advocates or Family Member; Randy Davis as a Representative of a Hospital; Beverly Fowler as a member of RAC on Substance Use Disorder; Dr. Arnold Kadrmas as a Physician.   Ron will coordinate a meeting with the chairs of Reg II County Commissioner to submit the following nominations for approval before next meeting.  Darrell agreed to update the Board Roster after commission chair action.
--Children’s Mental Health Coalition-Liz Chavez: The Children’s Mental Health Coalition Pilot Project was implemented at Jennifer Junior High School from 12/1/12 through 12/21/12.  The curriculum is from the National Institute of Health and is entitled The Science of Mental Illness.  Forty-six 8th grade students participated in the pilot during their Interdisciplinary Unit/Health & PE class. The students took the project very seriously and there has been an impact since the project ended.  The coalition is moving forward to approach other schools throughout the Region to discuss implementing similar curriculum.  The board looks forward to periodic updates on this project.
--Discussion of appointed Ex-Officio positions to the board: There are many people who are able to contribute greatly to the Region 2 Mental Health Board who do not serve as board members.  There is interest in having select individuals become ex- officio members.  The bi-laws will be changed to reflect that ex officio members may be appointed to the board.  Jim, Lisa, Ron and Darrell will bring a recommendation to the board next month.
--Updates on Tele-mental health project—Randy Davis: Approximately 40 adults and 5 kids are currently receiving services.  There are 3 hours a month set aside for child psychiatry and those hours will expand soon.  We look forward to a presentation in the near future.
--CIT training update:  There are currently 5 instructors (2 police officers and 3 Health and Welfare staff) and this week a 40 hour class is being held in Sandpoint which could eventually produce 2 more instructors.  This is a priority for Reg II MH Board.


--State Planning Council report—No one present to report. 
--MH/SUD Service impact survey update—Diana/Sabrina: Sabrina will be working on finishing the data to put it on the website.  Diana asked the board if the survey should be submitted again.  Discussion was held and some of the surveys will be simplified and then redistributed in September.  Sabrina will be graduating in May and she will consult with Eleanor to see if she will be replaced by another intern.  Randy Davis will help to look into how to get hospitals to participate in the survey.  
--BHIC update— Ron:  The legislation has been written and 1 million dollars has been set aside.  There is a chance that this legislation will be passed next year.  Ron suggests that a joint meeting of the RMHB and RAC occur sometime this summer in order to be better prepared when the legislation passes.  Managed care is coming to Idaho and many changes will be made.  
--Mental Health updates – Adult/Youth- Brian:  February 1st they combined the children and adult on call services for the Region.  They continue to look for a clinician for Children’s Mental Health.
--State Hospital Report: Ken Kraft: Idaho State Hospitals received a slight increase in funding.  There were 4 admissions in February and had an 84% occupancy.  Average length of stay stayed the same.  Patient waiting days went down from 336 to 229.  They have an approximate two week waiting list.
--Mental Health Courts – Lisa Martin: There are 12 clients in Nez Perce County and will possibly add two more.  There are 5 clients in Clearwater County and they are working on securing the drug court in Latah County.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]--RAC report – SUD’s will be funded at the same rate as last year.  Reimbursement rates per client have been cut and service providers continue to not get an increase in rate reimbursement.  IDJC and IDOC have substantially under spent their funds; Juvenile Justice has only spent 26% of their appropriations with 4 months left in fiscal year.
   
--New issues/ concerns-Lisa suggested inviting Judge Stegner to a RMHB meeting.
