Meeting called to order at 1:30 pm by Vice Chair Chris Goetz
Welcome and Introductions

Approval of Mar 2013 Minutes-Approved with no corrections.  Motion by Tom S., 2nd by Joyce B.
--Legislative updates—Jim/Joyce/Ross
Ross updated us on SB1114.  Made thru Senate, died in House H and W committee.  Why?  Number of reasons, one was NAMI opposition: dedicated funding (solved in fiscal note), wanting to see stronger role for mental health authority, codified SPMI population as target population, instead of SMI; instead of leaving it to IDAPA standards.  These issues were solved, but we ran out of time to get the bill passed.  Ross plans to re-group and get this done next year.  In answer to Darrell K. asking about integrated boards, Ross thinks it would make sense for them to move towards working together.  Joyce adds that the regions largely agreed with this in their monthly coordinating call.  Tom S. thanks Ross for his excellent accomplishment in getting as far as he did in a tough legislative environment. Joyce B. thought the legislature should have vocally backed Ross when he went before senate to discuss SB1114.  Arnie Kadrmas asked about NAMI opposition.  Ross feels issues were resolved by end of session.  Put in SPMI, but put language in statute describing need for looking into more support for SMI.  Diana P asked about the possibility of moving one region in this direction as a pilot.  Ross responds that we haven’t done this in past due to law.  Solve the law issue, and he would love to do this-provided the legislature supports it.  Jim R emphasized the need to follow current statute, but, encourages MH Board and RAC to work and meet together.
Joyce B. mentions that we can download legislation that passed from web.  2.9% spending increase.  .7% for Medicaid, 7.1% for corrections.

--MH/SUD Service impact survey update—Eleanor/Diana/Jim

Diana would like to get more complete data.  Eleanor can give her more, but not a lot due to privacy issues.  Diana also met with Sister Pat at St. Joes and they discussed future data collection.  Dean mentions that adding a postcard with the questions we want on it for people to fill out might increase response rate.  Eleanor mentions this would need to go through Institutional Review Board.  Randy concurs.  Randy wonders if ID Health Data Exchange might have this info as it comes online.  Diana would like ideas on how to move beyond surveying providers, and getting consumers.  Eric Jensen, a researcher from UI might be willing to help board with grant writing and research.

--Children’s Mental Health (CMH) subcommittee discussion—Steve/Vicki

Jennifer Griffis reports that Steve, Darrell, Timothy V., and Deborah met.  Plan is to base our activities off the State Planning Council.  Jennifer is unofficially acting as chair.  Meetings will be after monthly MHB meeting.
--Updates on Tele-mental health project—Randy
Mission Point is on board for child and adol. Psych.  Should be able to resume services in near future.  Randy’s last day at St Joe’s is May 1.  Chris and board thank Randy-esp. for his leadership on Telemental Health.  Jill Balmer will be the best person to contact until Randy’s replacement is hired.  Program being split into divisions between in-patient and outpatient.  Deborah adds that Gritman is also using their telehealth equipment for childrens telehealth with Dr. Mywald from KBHfor up to two days a month.  Brian Fry, Emergency Service Director is contact person.
--CIT training update—Chris/Vicki
28 attended.  Law enforcement, corrections, EMS, H and W, Cottonwood Corrections Center, NP Court Services, and NP tribe were present.  All agree it was well received, and got good reviews.  Hope to do it again next year.  Group has not debriefed yet.  Arnie K. mentions that he has noticed in difference in quality of police quotes:  He was nervous, depressed, etc.
--Mental Health Courts – Lisa
Lisa and a judge attended CIT training, and gave presentation.  Courts are moving along nicely.  Seem to be maintaining same level as last year.
--RAC report – Bev/Jim
No meeting this month.  But, Bev does highlight some good WITs info, Recovery Coach project, and good IDAPA rule changes.  These are from SUD newsletter.
BPA was only applicant more managed care contract.  Application closed, no winner announced.

--State Planning Council report—Amber/Jennifer/Teresa

Teleconference on last Tuesday.  Most discussion revolved around bylaw changes defining member roles, clarifying reporting responsibilities between State Planning Council and RACs/MHBs.  Ross had reported similar info as he reported to us.  Olmstead Act discussed.  (Much confusion here.  The Board seeks more information on the Omstead case).  Also discussed CMH (previously mentioned by Jennifer G.) and informally discussed governors report, but no synopsis given.
--Mental Health updates – adult/youth- Vicki/ Brian
May is Mental Health month. CMH Awareness Day is Tuesday, May 7th.  They have an activity 1-4pm pacific.  Ann Kirkwood will be speaking on stigma, as will other experts.  This video conference will be held in 1st floor conference room.  No CEUs this year.  Arnold mentions the plethora of mental health awareness weeks and months.  Why aren’t we working together towards better focus?  Joyce B. mentions that R4 is having a concert using music from musicians with SMH.  Tom asks Vicki to get him some text for a Proclamation. Dean mentions ID Mental Health Counseling Assoc. is sponsoring some web videos on stigma.  Would like to see PBS re-run In Our Own Voice.  Asking Jim R.to write PBS a letter requesting such.   Vicki suggests showing at community groups, and Diana adds that an ad in the paper or op-ed would be nice.  Board wants Jim to write Op-Ed to all regional papers. Medicaid managed care on track to start July 1; Will probably change eligibility for kids, but not adults.  OptumIdaho.com has a website up describing Idaho services.  Joyce does not know when they will be up and running in every region.

--State Hospital Report--Kent Kraft

Ken passed out dashboard.  Cost per day is $440 (down $3 from last year-best value in town!).  Wworking to reduce community hospitalization time and costs.  Surge of patients in February to 56 put them above capacity of 55 (50-53 preferred).  Also had some very disturbed folks at that time.  Law Enforcement support was excellent.  Adding $24k of materials to one of their two seclusion rooms.  Examined system in Nez Perce Co. jail.  NP has a self-cleaning (flush) system.  Press a button, presto-clean!  Acquity level of clients up.  Length of stay up.  Hospital advisory board meeting on April 30.  Beth mentions asst. admin is retiring.  Seeing more criminal and violent behavior.  Curiously, not from the forensic patients.
--New issues/ concerns??  
Ron Beecher retirement party on April 12, 11-1pm.
Arnold K. discussed mental health transport of patients in chains.  It needs to stop!

Joyce B. passed out info sheet about Medicaid funded children’s benefits redesign.
