Welcome and Introductions

Approval of April 2014 Minutes- A motion was made by Chris Goetz to approve the April 2014 minutes and was seconded by Beverly Fowler.  The motion carried.
--BH Board nominations- Jim- A copy of the nominating committee’s recommendations was distributed.  A motion was made by Chris Goetz and seconded by Cathlin Stewart to send the suggested nominations and their terms to the appointing authority for review.  The motion carried.
--BH Transformation discussion- Jim/Joyce B/Rosie- The State planning council has been tasked to make sure that each board has readiness material.  They will be meeting in June to set the criteria which will be more philosophical in nature.  (Such as a checklist of things that the board needs, fiscal issues, policies etc.).  Kathy Skippen will put together a tool kit for each board to assist them in the transformation process.  Rosie will find out whether or not some of the RAC money in FY 2014 can be used for the Hands Across the Bridge event in Sept 2015.
--ID Youth Treatment Program multi-agency council-2014-Jim/Melissa/Dean/Sara/Rob- Rob reported that they have submitted their bi-annual report and are waiting to hear the decisions of the newly established Reg II Behavioral Board.  Region II & IV are the pilot project regions.  There is approx. $450,000 per region allocated to assist youth from Transitional Aged Youth (TAY—18-24 yrs of age) with substance use/co-occurring disorders.  BPA has been assisting to make sure that the training takes place and that the clientele are connected to the treatment provider.  This grant is renewable for four years and the amount is the same each year but the funds might be allocated differently depending on other region’s needs as the program is expanded. A GAIN will need to be completed for the individual in order to provide services. 
--Recovery Organization Community (Recovery Idaho)- In March, a meeting was held to discuss this issue with people attending from all across the state to discuss developing a recovery community organization—Jim Cathlin, Beverly, Joyce B, Darrell and Julia Davis Wheeler  attended from Region II.  Recovery Idaho has been meeting bi-weekly and they have established a board of 9 people. It will be a nonprofit that will focus on recovery from behavioral health issues.  They are looking to ask county commissioners to earmark county money towards this effort—county budgeting starts in May.  Julia Davis Wheeler and Tom Strochein represent Region 2 on the board.  Darrell Keim is taking contact information for anyone who he can send information to who would be interested in participating in the recovery community.    
--Tele-Health (ID Tele-health task force) update- Jim/Karen- The TH task force includes about 50 or 60 people to work on state-wide need, use and problems for health care including Tele-Psych, Jim is part of the group.  There is approx 10 member leadership team.  Karen said they are having an issue determining the need to say how many people they could serve.   She has been talking to two pediatric psychiatrists; one is in Kootenai County and another is outside of Idaho.  They will be discussing using SUDS funding and other sources to assist in possibly procuring equipment.  Karen’s role is to contract the providers and provide reimbursement.  Optum cannot get involved in getting equipment, looking into IT issues, etc.  Heritage Health is looking at having an intra-agency. Darci and Karen met last week to discuss tele-health.  Darci reported that they are up to provider capacity as of July 21st.  They have appointed .5 of Full Time Employee of their providers to provide tele-health/psychiatry.  They need to determine what the need actually is.  They are looking into IT issuers with their equipment to see if it is compatible with other sites.  
--RAC Report—Cathlin- Today was the last official RAC meeting.  Denise Williams called in with WITTS updates.  They have a new dashboard and different scheduling options.  Rosie spoke about the Recovery Organization Community; Jim Crowley talked about the adolescent treatment funding being underused; the RAC discussed continuing to meet every other month before the main meeting as a subcommittee for SUDS.  Hands Across the Bridge is scheduled for September 20th however they do not have funding for this.  They have talked about possibly selling tee-shirts or other fundraisers to assist.  
--Adult and Juvenile Correction SUD updates- Summer Overburg/Melissa- The Department of Corrections’ parolee aftercare program has gone into effect.  This is for offenders scoring .4 or higher on the LSI and helps assist them in the community.  Locally they have 1 new presentence investigator and 1 new probation officer.  
--State Planning Council report- Jen/Teresa The state planning council met April 25th and they are working on redeveloping their membership and readiness for the regional boards.  They discussed their annual letter to the governor and spoke about topics to include relating to behavioral health.  On May 16th there will be a phone conference and a face to face meeting on June 12th and 13th.  They are meeting every 2 weeks to work on mediation in regards to the Jeff D. decision.  
--BH Needs and Gaps process 2014- They received feedback from the surveys and there was consensus that they should include providers.  Joyce Lyons distributed the needs and gaps to a few groups and asked for their feedback.   Jim suggested to recommend to the newly established BH Board to continue Needs & Gaps documentation.
Brief Updates:

Nimiipuu Health Update-Cathlin- The equine program will be starting soon.  Tim Vogleweed is facilitating an addiction medication group.  Their adolescent treatment is up and running and expanding. They have a new judge for their Healing and Wellness court.
Mental Health Courts- Lisa- Mental Health Courts: Nez Perce County has 12 participants, Latah County is at the maximum which is 10 and Clearwater has 5.   Drug court: Clearwater is at capacity, Nez Perce County is 18 and Latah County’s numbers are down.  The Veteran treatment court is at 8. DUI court is staying at about the maximum of 13 and 75% of the participants are facing felonies.  A flyer will soon be distributed for their annual recovery walk which is scheduled for June 12th.
 SHN (Ken): The average wait list time is approximately 21 days and they have between 48 and 53 occupants on any given day for their census.  Ken will be retiring June 27th and his replacement, Todd Hurt, will start June 30th.  The loan repayment program helped them recruit a psychiatrist who will be coming on in September.  They have been allotted a psychologist position which they are recruiting for.  Their cost of care per day has decreased.
Adult/Child MH (Joyce/Deborah)- Joyce: All of the adult clinicians provide the services for the mental health participants.  They are hiring for a new clinician and are looking at how to best utilize their current clinicians.  They completed 24 Designated Evaluation’s last month for the region.  They are interviewing for Brian Pope’s position.  They continue to serve 60 youth through tele-health.
Children’s Mental Health Subcommittee- Jen: They will meet after this meeting today to talk about needs and direction for the subcommittee.
David Atkins-Dr. Jermaine, a child psychiatrist, will be starting at Syringa Hospital and will be available to see patients.
Optum- They will have two upcoming trainings on Cultural awareness and a new presentation of the clinical model.  Providers can participate in person or buy Web X.
