Welcome and Introductions

Approval of June RMHB 2014 Minutes- The RMHB expired on June 30 and the new BHB started July 1.  RMHB Minutes were not approved but will be kept for historical reference if need be.
--Election of Officers-Jim A motion was made by Beverly Fowler to elect Jim Rehder for Chair and was seconded by John Allen.  Joyce Lyons made a motion to nominate Teresa Wolf which was seconded by Dr. Jefferson.  A ballot vote was taken and Jim Rehder was elected Region 2 Behavioral Health Board Chair.  Beverly Fowler made a motion to nominate Teresa Wolf for Vice Chair which was seconded by Lisa Martin.  A motion was made to nominate Chris Goetz by John Allen and was seconded by Marsha Wilson.  A ballot vote was taken and Chris Goetz was elected Region 2 Behavioral Health Board Vice-Chair.  Joyce Lyons made a motion to nominate Melissa Anstine for Secretary and was seconded by Cathlin Stewart.  No other nominations were submitted and the motion carried.
--Current BHB funding sources and current expenses—Joyce B/Joyce L-   Health & Welfare is not ready to release the full funds as they do not have readiness criteria.  The State Planning Council will decide what the readiness criteria will be.  Once they have the readiness criteria they will then release the full amount of $45,000.  A toolkit will also be developed to help assist the boards.  The agency has allocated $15,000 for Fiscal Year 2015 to help the boards with startup funds.  The $15,000 was derived from $4000 from the Regional Advisory Committee (RAC) and $11,000 came from the Department of Health and Welfare.  Historically the Mental Health Board has paid for board members to be reimbursed for travel.  The Behavioral Health board will have to make a decision whether they will continue to reimburse members for travel.  Jim suggested members out of Lewiston and who do not have other means of travel reimbursement continue to submit travel reimbursement.  The possibility of using video conferencing was discussed as well as the benefits to reimbursing members who travel.  The allowances for any reimbursement expenses will have to meet the fiscal policies of the Department of Health and Welfare. When the full amount is released, Darrell Keim’s position will be paid by the board and no longer Health and Welfare.  Chris asked how we lobby for the board for additional funding and other purposes?  The response was, you don’t need to lobby because there are no additional funds available.  When asked if there was anything that would prevent us from lobbying, the answer again was we don’t need to because we already get funds from DHW and it we wanted any additional funds we would need to find grants or donations. Joyce Broadsword referenced Idaho Statue Title 39, Chapter 31 which describes Regional Behavioral Health Services.  Discussion was held regarding having an Executive Committee of five that would represent the board to work with a public entity in regards to fiscal, legal and decision making authority.  Jim said, if we delegate decision making outside of the BHB, the decisions may not be in the best interest of the BHB and those we serve.  Joyce B said if we wanted to keep it internally, we would have to set up a 501 (c) 3 non profit status.  There was disagreement on that point because the statute clearly makes the BHB a single purpose governmental entity with no taxing authority like the Public Health Board.  The legislation is permissive to allow the boards to set up how they would like. There was much discussion on statute interpretation.  It was pointed out the newly created BHB would have struggles with DHW on start up arrangements, funding, agency support, and areas of responsibility.  Rep. Rusche suggested when thinking about this to distinguish what rights the board reserves and what rights to give the entity we contract with.  
--Hands Across the Bridge (Sept 19) fund request—Darrell- Darrell distributed an invoice for The Katz Band for $300 to provide music entertainment for Hands Across the Bridge.  This event is September 19th.  For future consideration this could possibly be put under the category of Outreach when looking at budget categories.  Dr. Jefferson made a motion to reimburse this invoice and was seconded by Tom Strochein.  The motion carried.
--Review RBHB By-laws- Jim, Chris, Teresa Wolf and Darrell will work as a subcommittee to work on the by-laws.  Darrell distributed a draft of the by-laws which included updated changes.  
--BHB Subcommittee discussion- The following subcommittees were discussed: Substance Use Disorder--SUD (Darrell, Bev and Cathlin), Children’s Mental Health Subcommittee (Jennifer) and Budget subcommittee (Lisa, Chris, Jim, Joyce, Beverly, Darrell).  Other subcommittees will be approved as needed.
--BHB Training Manual—Joyce B/Joyce L/Darrell- Darrell handed out the index for the training manual and asked for feedback from the board and bring it back to the next meeting.  The manual is in electronic format and will be on the website.
--BH State Planning Council report—Teresa/Jen- The Council met June 1st and was not able to change membership until July 1st.  They are currently looking to re-establish their board through electing members.  They worked on creating a readiness list for the regions which will be on a website once it is developed.  The toolkit is a work in progress and some of it is now accessible.  They will have a forum for discussion on the Governors report where items can be added and discussed.  The Council is also working on forming their subcommittees as well.  The next meeting will be August 1st.
--Adult and Juvenile Correction SUD updates—Scott /Melissa- Utilization Reports for Adult and Juvenile Expenditures were distributed.
--Brief updates—Mental Health Courts (Lisa),- Nez Perce County-13 participants,  Latah County-10 participants, Clearwater-5 participants.   Adult/Child MH (Joyce/Deborah)- They will have 3 vacant clinician positions open for Adult mental health by the end of the month and 1 Psychosocial Rehab Specialist open as well.  They are currently recruiting to fill these positions.
--New issues/ concerns??  

Karen (Optum) reported that Sequel Alliance has made a request for reimbursement for tele-health equipment and reimbursement and have psychiatric providers in place.
Joyce L-- A decision for Jeff D may be handed down by the end of July.

      Tom-- Recovery Idaho now has 11 board members.  In June they met with a group in Twin 
      Falls that went well.  They are working on by-laws and establishment of officers.

Jim asked the board for input for agenda format/items for the newly formed board.
