Expansion of Adult Population

Due to an increase in the FFY15 Block Grant, the receipt of the ATR 4 grant, and implementation of cost saving measures during SFY 14, there are now funds available to expand the DHW Adult population to include voluntary clients that meet financial and clinical eligibility. Currently the DHW Adult population is funded with $125,000 and only serves individuals who are in need of SUD services and are referred by one of DBH’s Mental Health clinics.  Beginning March 2nd, 2015, the eligibility for this population will be expanded to include the following:

· Adults who fall under 100% of poverty;

· Not on supervised probation or parole;

· Cannot be eligible for or moved from another funding source, including Medicaid;

· Cannot meet eligibility for another DHW population.

The goal of this expansion is to provide services for a population that is not eligible for Medicaid in Idaho and is currently underserved. Services available will include:

· Outpatient and Intensive Outpatient Treatment

· Residential Treatment

· Halfway Housing

· Social Detox

· Safe and Sober Housing

· Case Management

· Drug and Alcohol Testing 

· Transportation

· Child Care 

· Life Skills
