Welcome and Introductions
Present- Chair Jennifer Griffis, Vice Chair Deborah Lind, Tabitha Shears, Jim Crowley, Brenda McKenzie, Jennifer Shuffield, Sue Nelson, Diane Phillips, Lisa Taylor, Melissa Anstine, Mary Evans
State Planning Council meeting-Jennifer spoke about staying connected as a subcommittee and keeping everyone involved through e-mail communication and if members want to be more involved she encouraged it.  She shared a letter from the State Behavioral Health Council Children’s Mental Health Subcommittee describing the partnership between them and the Behavioral Health Boards (BHB) Children’s Mental Health (CMH) Subcommittee.  They suggested that the subcommittees across the state might consider doing three things:
`1. Connect regionally with those from across the CMH system including parents, advocates, and providers in order to share resources, successes and concerns.
2. Provide an opportunity to network with other children’s mental health advocates from each region across the state.
3. Work on regionally specific projects (large and small) to help fill the CMH gaps in their regions.
Jennifer spoke about the Jeff D lawsuit and how this subcommittee can be involved in regards to their decision.  
Funding for CMH projects- 
Gun locks for Suicide Prevention Efforts-Discussion was held in regards to what projects the CMH subcommittee could support and ask the BHB to fund.  Mary suggested that the subcommittee look into somehow supporting getting trigger locks out into the communities in an effort to assist in suicide prevention.  She mentions that police departments have trigger locks that are available for free.  Discussion was held about getting the information to the public and ideas included distribution at the Nez Perce County fairgrounds, hunters safety, newspaper advertisements, grocery stores, and Fish and Game.  Mary will research what the costs might be, Melissa will talk to Fish and Game, Jim will talk to Idaho Suicide Prevention Action Network (SPAN).
Parenting with Love and Logic with Fun- They are looking at funding to have someone trained in this and the cost is $1,500.  Jennifer Shuffield will send out the e-mail that includes this information.
Youth Mental Health First Aid- Lisa brought up the youth mental health first aid training and paying for the books for people.  The book and the training is $25.00.  Lisa will get in contact with the facilitator to gather more information and a proposal will be submitted.
Children’s Mental Health Awareness Week- Discussion was held about possibly supporting a speaker for Children’s Mental Health week in partnership with the Idaho Federation of Families.   Mary will look into gathering information on a presenter on suicide prevention and find out their availability and cost.  Jennifer G suggested looking into seeing if SPAN would want to have a presenter.
