· Staff assignments:  Ryan Phillips will manage the RSS&UI Evaluation Program, Sherry is responsible for Staff Qualifications, Trina, WIT lead and HIV-AIDS, John Kirsch, GAIN training and Clinical Support
· Prevention Budget – Has not been cut and funds are regionally based.  It will also fund educational contracts with LCSC, U of I and BSU
· Deficit Spending – The state has a $3 million deficit because funds for the next fiscal year were used to pay for services provided during the previous fiscal year. BPA has secured a line of credit in order to pay providers until July 1.  Fiscal year 2010-11 will begin with a $3 million deficit.  ICSA will set up a budget and show how to better manage the funds. Concerns have been expressed about ways the budget is managed at the state level rather than the regional level.
· Community level resource panels will be created to work with judges
· Corrections is opening a Substance Abuse Treatment facility for adult men
· A media campaign is being developed to address underage drinking

· Health and Welfare budget cut 
· Difficulty convincing legislators that prevention and education save money over treatment

· Hands Across the Bridge – Scheduled for September, will try to get better press coverage this year
Prevention Conference 
· 1-$500 scholarship for awarded to Charlene Johnson, Kamiah Youth Coalition
· Conference focused on safety and cyber-bullying 
· Not a lot of substance abuse information
· There is concern about the increase in adolescent cutting behaviors
Joyce Lyons – Adult Mental Health
· Mental Health staff know the GAIN but only one person was trained to administer it and he was laid off
· Mental Health uses a shortened 5 question version of the GAIN
· Group discussed interagency communication about clients with dual diagnoses. Scott indicated that there would be meeting set aside between mental health and the substance abuse treatment providers to discuss the issue at greater length.
BPA
· Audit of Clinical Supervisors completed for Region
· Region will be co-occurring compliant by July 1
· Coordination of services will be audited
· RAC will write a letter of appreciation to BPD for securing the line of credit
Region 2 Mental Health Board
· Transitional Work Group will be holding a public meeting at the end of May in Region 2
· Focus of meeting will the effects of WICHE Report on delivery of mental health services
· The emphasis of the WICHE Report is the contracting out of health and welfare services
· The cost effectiveness of this approach remains to be seen 
· Communities need to determine what services are available
RAC Budget
· $4,000 annual budget
