Meeting called to order at 9am by Darrell Keim.  Darrell presided over the meeting, as Jim R. was late.
Minutes were reviewed.  Debbie W. moved to accept.  Dana Boyd seconded.
Darrell: 
Budget:  One scholarship declined.  So, $600 more for budget.
Hoping to move forward with merging RAC and MHB boards throughout the state.  Most have already done so.  They are keeping business part separate, but meeting jointly.  Region 2 is only that hasn’t merged.
New SUDs newsletter out.  Darrell pointed out WITs Implementation and Prevention work group info.
Joyce Broadsword: 
WITs implementation has completed phase 2 of early implementation.  Starting phase 3.  Upcoming training in June.  Phasing in 10+ providers each phase for early training including treatment providers and recovery support.
Christine Winter:
	Training for stand alone.  Training soon for WITs
Rosie Andueza:
	BPA contract extended to September.
	RFP closed.  One bid received.
	Optum contract signed for Medicaid
	Christine reported getting an Optum packet in the mail.  Not all providers got them.
Beverly reported problems with Medicaid wanting providers to have malpractice insurance and not understanding rural Idaho and professional liability only.
Kathy explained providers are currently under the umbrella of Health & Welfare regarding Medicaid.
Rosie handed out summaries of how RAC and MHBs have combined throughout the state.  Darrell made copies.
Rulemaking sessions to decide unconditional felony crimes, and putting timeline on felony charges.  Debbie W. asked to use date of crime because of length of time between crime and convictions.  
82% through year.  86% of budget spent.
Close doors for CPS referrals.
IVDU enrollment deferred.
Darrell:
Introduced Mary Walsh and Emilio Gonzales as two of our regions Recovery Coaches, who will be trained May 20-24.  Phil Valentine from CCAR (was at ICADD 2012) is doing the training.  Rosie and Melinda briefly discussed IDJC juveniles possibly having Recovery Coach re-entry.  Kathy spoke of social media regarding juveniles and using social media.  Having transportation/RSS as recovery coaches.
Darrell passed out the most recent Mental Health Dashboard.
Mary Walsh and Sheri Anglen, Director:
Both spoke about The Hope Center, in Moscow. They provide longer term temporary employment at HOPE Center thrift store.  Start at 20 hours/wk.  Go up to 36.  They also take community service workers.  Also provide some counseling for related issues: budgeting, education, support coaching, Celebrate Recovery.  Faith based.  They practice talking about change in a positive way, help w/GED.  Participants are considered to have graduated when they have a job in community.  Funding is from donations.  Celebrate Recovery has teen groups, childcare, and provides a meal. 
Darrell and Rosie:
	Discussed again MHB/RAC – 3 models for functioning
Cathlin Berreth:
	Brief talk of Seadrunar/Genesis House.
	Ni Mii Puu Health Update-starting adolescent program
	Need a licensed psychologist
Debbie Winchester:
Discussed Idaho Housing & Finance Association-Residential lending, rental assistance, housing compliance, contracts w/other states, loan servicing for most HUD related products.  $3M Federal grant cut, but $6M back into IHFA from payments in 2008 pull back.
Contact 14 in region-back on wait list.
Currently assisting elderly, disabled, families w/young children as target population.  Social worker helps ppl work off assistance programs-152ppl in program.  5 years to work w/them.  Gave example of recent budget issues of client.
Scott Douglas:
Last two months of SUD funding.  1925/24 pilot process focused in Lewiston.  Hired new DARs to do GAIN Core assessments.  Starting June 1 on every felon coming in.  14-30/month.  1 FT pre-sentence investigating.  1 “frozen” position.  A parole officer also does ½ time PSI.  Summer only did GAINs on court-ordered for treatment.  May have tu use outside providers to help w/overflow.  DARS will do some in-house matrix.  Aftercare from programs in prison and CAPP.
Jim Crowley:
IDJC commitment down.  325 current, 33 in Lewiston.  ½ from our district.  71% SUD.  100% MH.  28% adjudicated sex offenders.  Additional $ for reintegration, etc.  5 counties in district 2, 87% completion-exceptional rate!
2 year recidivism is 18%.
Melinda Sonnen:
ATR adolescent funding helps w/reintegration.  GAIN Core done before they leave facility.  Kathy gave out information regarding Navigators to help ppl transition regarding Medicaid.
Duncan Leonhardy:
	Closed 2014 applications.  25% dip in direct service funding.
Sharlene Johnson:
Kamiah principal resigned after DUI.  Problems with too large p500 training-TIPS-responsible beverage service.  1-2AA meetings daily in Kamiah.  Youthfest planning under way.
Dean Allen:
	BPA Update-trying to get discharges up to date.  1000 not discharged statewide.  20 in this region.  GPRA need 6 month follow-ups.  Need 80% GPRA for ATR funding to continue.
Beverly Fowler:
	MHB Update-focus on recovery coach training.  They misunderstood thinking also MH.  Equivalent to a Peer Specialist.  Need to be able to hire former clients is issue.  Can’t currently due to Cindy Hansen ethics board.
Spring Prescription Drug Turn-In:
	Not needing to do any this year.  Local agencies and businesses have picked up the ball and are running with it.
