Project Scope Statement
Re-Write Summary
[bookmark: _GoBack]Idaho is making significant efforts to integrate mental health and substance use disorders systems into a unified Behavioral Health system of care. This was a major milestone of the Governor’s Transformation workgroup findings.  

The Regional Behavioral Health Services Act passed in 2014 designates IDHW as the State Behavioral Health Authority and gives IDHW the responsibility to oversee the state of Idaho’s behavioral health system of care. At the same time, the Alcoholism and Intoxication Treatment Act directs IDHW to establish standards for private and public substance abuse treatment facilities. Recognizing the benefit and necessity of integrated monitoring and credentialing of community mental health and substance use disorder providers, DBH is proposing to create a behavioral health certification that allows community mental health and substance use disorder agencies to obtain state approval while maintaining core requirements for substance use disorders services and programs.
Re-Write Description
Collaborate with representatives of the parties who will be affected significantly by the rules to develop requirements for: 
1. State certification as a behavioral health facility; 
2. Certification process that is efficient and cost effective;
3. Core service requirements for substance use disorders services and programs; 
4. Revision of existing substance use disorder service and program requirements.
Proposed requirements will be negotiated with the public through the negotiated rulemaking process to promulgate final draft rules.
Re-Write Objectives
1. Repeal chapter 16.07.20 in its entirety 
2. Identify core requirements needed for a behavioral health certification
3. Promulgate a new chapter of rule that establishes a certification process for a behavioral health agency and a substance use disorder behavioral health agency. 
4. Review and revise if necessary existing requirements for substance use disorders services and programs
5. Incorporate program and care standards from 16.07.20 into existing chapter of SUD specific rule to allow for continued approval for SUD services
6. Streamline the certification process 
7. Eliminate redundancies throughout chapter
8. Remove requirements that have not been found to contribute to the quality of care
9. Remove ASAM specific level of care language
10. Revise Recovery Support Services language to allow for more flexibility in services available to be provided
