	Chair Dr. Lisa Koltes called the meeting to order at 10:00 AM.  Sign-in sheet, agenda, REG3 MH By-Laws Final Copy, Needs Assessment Report from 03/30/11, MH Dashboard, and 03/30/11 meeting minutes were distributed.  Chairman Koltes asked for introductions around the table.

	Reviewed Minutes from 03/30/11.  Ross Mason motioned to accept minutes with corrections and approval from Gina Westcott re: her update.  Elda Catalano seconded and motion passed unanimously to approve the minutes.

	Nothing new to report.  Joy stated that ICSA (Interagency Committee on Substance Abuse) will have their last meeting today.
	

	Mental Health Update
	Todd stated that as we move toward the hub model, each hub will develop their own strategic plan with goals.  The Southwest Hub (Region 3/4/5)  goals are: 1) partnerships and alliances 2) Resiliency and recovery 3) CQI 4) Supportive work environment.  Budgets will be developed based on a formula and money distributed accordingly.  Todd reviewed the data from the prior month.  They are standardizing crisis response.  In the data, non episode contact is documentation in WITS.  18-211’s (County level) do not require notification to DHW, however, Sheriff Smith would like to implement a notification system to DHW in order to provide information prior to commitment.  
	Todd will send out draft of strategic plan.
Sheriff Smith will work on having a fax/email sent over to DHW on 18-211’s



	Children’s Mental Health
	Jose stated that they have 2 clinicians dedicated to intake and perform all of the 19-2524’s.  Jose stated that they are increasing their staff trainings in order to stay abreast of the current trends and increases in behavioral problems.  There is also a focus on recognizing malingering and deception analysis.  Sheriff Smith suggested there be a way for our clinicians to look up information on individuals with police contact. This will assist with the DHW staff evaluation that is submitted to the judge.  Lisa asked that Jose review how intake qualifies both AMH and CMH clients.  Jose said that they follow the Federal SPMI criteria for AMH and review existing community resources for referral or intake.  Lisa asked for a PSR listing.  Jose also stated that they will no longer be applying 18-211 to children but effective July 1, 2011 they will be implementing the 25-19A for children.
	Joy will provide the PSR listing to the group.
Jose and Todd will meet with CCSO to sign an MOU for access to police contact log with individuals (no medical) in order to facilitate complete mental health evaluations.

	State Planning Council
	Lisa updated the group that they held a teleconference where Kathleen Allyn updated the Council per her last memo regarding JFAQ appropriations.  There was also some discussion regarding the Allenbaugh house.  Kathy Garrett also stated during the call that the Idaho State Suicide Action Plan will be attached to the block grant.  Lisa updated the group that the SPC would like each region to come up with 2 or 3 items that are most important to the region and they will present at the next meeting on August 17-19 in Boise.  Jose stated that the CMH team is joining forces with Idaho Suicide Prevention to receive training on intervention and response to suicides.  Medicaid is trying to upgrade the mental health treatment standards and there has been some concern by agencies.  Requirements and standards will need to be met in the future for certification.  Jose also suggested cultural competency.  SPC is in need of 2 slots to fill in the area of family advocate and a professional.
	Add this to the Needs and Gaps:  suicide intervention and prevention with CMH.
Board needs to develop 2 or 3 critical areas of gaps prior to August 17th.

Board to send list to Joy via email.

Lisa will provide the Board with the 2 vacancies needed.
