	Introductions, sign-in, distribute handouts
	Lisa Koltes called the meeting to order at 10:04 AM.  Sign-in sheet, agenda, MH Dashboard, and 12/28/11 meeting minutes were distributed.  Lisa asked for introductions around the table.
	

	Review Agenda and Previous Meeting Notes
	Review meeting minutes from 12/28/11
	Ross Mason moved to approve the minutes with corrections.  Dahlia seconded the motion. Motion approved.

	Board Vacancies
	Todd explained that there are two vacancies and three candidates.  Not all members have voted. Chuck Christiansen introduced himself.  He has been with Intermountain Hospital for 9 years as the Director of Business Development.  He is active in Region 3 with community partners.
	Ross Mason requested that this decision be tabled to the Executive Committee.

	Behavioral Health Interagency Cooperative
	Region’s 2 and 7 to combine both the Mental Health Board and Regional Advisory Committee.  Comments were made that legislation has drafted a bill to combine the Boards and the design of each would change.  Funding has not yet been decided at this point.  There was some discussion regarding cost/policy shifting to the counties.

	Division of Behavioral Health Update
	Todd handed out the Dash Board and thought the Board would enjoy an explanation of the Assertive Community Treatment Team. Brian Frasure, Supervisor of ACT Team explained that they specialize in treating the most severe and chronically mentally ill, those with hospitalizations, high risk clients, etc.  They have the ability to see clients more frequently, even daily due to keeping a manageable caseload.  Clients are monitored continuously to provide clients with resources and assistance whenever needed.  The ACT Team provides continuous care and coordination to these clients.  There was some discussion as to how Medicaid and indigent clients would be managed in the future with changes to the Board.  Todd asked the Board if they would like to see future presentations on what his Team is responsible for such as Mental Health Court and FACT Team.  The Board agreed this is helpful in understanding our system and would like to see it continue.  
	

	Children’s Mental Health
	AMH and CMH have doubled their intake assessments and shifted some staff to help out.  Referrals have stabilized and CMH is helping where needed.  Parenting with Love and Limits is available at no charge through April Auker at the Department.  
	

	State Planning Council
	Held January 11 – 13, 2012.  Lisa Koltes presented our Region 3 Mental Health Board updates during this time.  Lisa updated the Board that we are in need of nominating candidates for awards during April through August for Legislature of the Year, Advocate of the Year, Media Person of the Year, and Provider of the Year.  May is Children’s Mental Health Awareness Month and the Board was asked for ideas.  The Idaho Suicide Crisis Hotline will be up and running in June 2012.  Steven Grossi is the new Director for Federation of Families.  Region’s 2 & 7 provided legislative events that were very successful.  It was suggested that after the elections in November, that the Board send a note of congratulations and an invitation to attend/speak at our Region Boards.  Lisa Koltes is up for re-appointment to the State Planning Council.  Lisa had the opportunity to visit both State Hospital North and State Hospital South as well as attend various meetings explaining the hospitals and what is happening in the communities.  With an increase in mental health issues and suicide, SAMSHA has released a new definition and information for guiding principals of recovery.

Ideas for May event in recognition of Children’s Mental Health and Joy will work with Jose to plan a small event again this year.

	RAC – Regional Advisory Committee on Substance Use Disorders
	Joy said that due to weather conditions the RAC meeting had a low attendance.  Joy reminded everyone that there will be a National DEA Spring Prescription Take Back Event and encouraged law enforcement agencies to sign up on the DEA website.  Joy reminded the Board that 1 in 5 adolescents have experimented with Rx drugs and this is an opportunity to safely remove them.  Joy updated the group that the ATR Grant has expanded service to active military family members and should be available within the next few months.  Ross Mason asked how this information is being disseminated to the population and Joy stated that she is actively sharing the information in her Region and through Central Office with Mary Kelly at Mt. Home AFB.  While there will not be a Patricia Kempthorne award this year, the RAC Chairs have decided to recognize Senator Broadsword with a letter and certificate in her support of stopping underage drinking.  Joy updated the Board that the SOAR program is up and running and turnaround times on applications have decreased.  SOAR trainings are available upon request from the website and we are looking at scheduling training in Caldwell sometime in the Spring. There will be a Suicide Prevention Training at the Department tomorrow from 8 am to 4 pm.  Southwest District Health has teamed up with Delta Dental to provide free dental care in the month of February to children 0-10.  Joy introduced Xavier, from TRHS as a resource for the Board.  Joy said that the annual Point In Time (PIT) count will be performed tomorrow in Nampa, Payette, and Caldwell offices, as well as the WICAP offices in Region and statewide.  The PIT count is used by IHFA to determine regional funding.  Chuck volunteered to perform the surveys at Intermountain Hospital and suggested that the Allumbaugh House participate as well.  Joy briefly explained the surveys and provided surveys to Chuck.

	Commissioners Update
	Commissioner Rule stated that their budgets have been cut significantly due to devaluation of properties.  The Idaho Association of Counties will be meeting soon and Steve requested the Board send him any legislative/other issues that he should address at this meeting.  There has been an overall decrease in juvenile referrals in the county.  Jeri Gowen is a Prevention Specialists in Caldwell who has increased her services via the Prevention dollars provided through the Department.  Steve said that the County has increased their communication with the judges/staff which has really affected overall change and increased communication and has extended an invitation for Todd to attend their monthly meetings.  
	Todd and Commissioner Rule will follow up with Sheriff Smith regarding 18-211 and 212’s and notification to the Department.  

	Other Business
	Xavier Engle, the Community Outreach Coordinator with Terry Reilly introduced himself and provided information on their available services at the New Terry Reilly Clinic in Middleton.  There is a full time bi-lingual social worker, Jodi Adams and a full time Family Nurse Practioner, Beverly Ferner and both are extremely talented with space available to see clients.  Beverly has extensive experience with psych patients of all ages.  The Homeless Grant is available for clients in Middleton, however, referrals can be better served in Boise and Nampa.  Todd suggested that the PATH Peer Specialist present at our next Board meeting to present to Region 3 & 4 Boards as they are assisting with the homeless.
