Jennifer Burlage presented information on how NAMI has received a grant to provide CIT (Crisis Intervention Team) training to law enforcement as first responders to a mental health crisis issue.  This is being promoted statewide.  Valley Ride now has a bus route (Route 55) in Caldwell serving all of the local agencies (IDOL, IDHW, Veteran’s Amdinistration) through a 6 month grant.  Please encourage people to ride!  Barbara had inquired about the consumers who sit on the Region 3 MH Board.  Barbara works with clients that might be a good fit for this Board.
