	Introductions, sign-in, distribute handouts
	Lisa Koltes called the meeting to order at 10:04 AM.  Sign-in sheet, agenda, MH Dashboard, and 05/23/12 meeting minutes were distributed.  Lisa asked for introductions around the table.
	

	Review Agenda and Previous Meeting Notes
	Review meeting minutes from 05/23/12.
	Todd Hurt motioned to approve minutes, second by Elda Catalano and passed unanimously.

	Canyon County Clinic (CCC)
	Commissioner Steve Rule asked that Rick Tivis present the Canyon County Community Clinic to the Mental Health Board.  The CCC has been in operation just over 2 years and is a free health clinic that is currently utilizing the Terry Reilly Health Clinic facility next to West Valley Medical Center.  They are open one night a week on Wednesday by appointment only.  Calls are accepted on Wednesday morning and triaged for clinic that evening from 4:00 pm and 7:00 pm.  They see about 10-15 patients each Wednesday depending upon the nature of the visit and the physician schedule.  There is only one ½ time employee and the remainder being volunteers.  They have seen about 400 patients.  West Valley Medical Center is covering lab costs and TRHS is discounting the cost of space.  They have developed many partnerships and received some funding from several different sources.  They are using the CAP Med program to assist with pharmaceuticals and have distributed over a half million dollars in prescriptions.  Depression is the only mental health service they are currently providing.  They are expanding their board and are growing fast.  Their current annual budget is roughly $25,000.  Their target clients are those living in Canyon County with no insurance or meet Federal Poverty guidelines. Dr. Pearce is currently the Medical Director.  Dr. Koltes wanted to know about how the volunteers are protected against liability.  Rick said that they are looking into liability insurance for physicians who would like to volunteer.  Dr. Pearce is on call for after hour emergencies when needed.  Joy asked how the Mental Health Board could further support CCC.  Rick asked that any support for resources and planning for mental health services by our board would be greatly appreciated.  Todd stated that Region 3 has referred a few clients with mild depression/did not meet DHW criteria to the CCC.

	Division of Behavioral Health Update
	Todd stated that he and Gina Westcott will be meeting with Michael Bartlett with DHW’s Substance Use Disorders program to work on a pilot to access some co-occurring funding for clients.  There has been a continuous increase in mental health holds and case load.  Todd stated that he should be receiving his FY2013 budget soon and will share this with the Board.  Well over 50% of the clients seen by DHW have a co-occurring substance use disorder.  Nate wanted to know if BPA was going to receive the contract for MH/SUD’s services.  Joy stated that there will be an RFP issued in the coming months and we are currently in a black out period.

	RAC – Regional Advisory Committee on Substance Use Disorders
	The next RAC meeting is July 18th at 10:30 am.  Ross Edmunds will be presenting on the transformation and white paper that was presented at the last Mental Health Board meeting.  The Northwest Alcohol Conference will be held in Boise on July 18th and 19th and registration is still available.  Prevention contracts have been accepted and Benchmark is currently working on finalizing the contracts for FY2013.  Jeri Gowen and Penny Jones have both been given prevention contracts again this year with added services.  Jeri provided more information on specific Prevention programs that are provided in Region 3 through her services.  Jeri emphasized the importance of Prevention in the schools and catching these kids upstream is proven successful.  She also stated that the data collected with the Prevention contract is extremely useful in obtaining other grants. SUD’s is working on the referral pathway for the change to the ATR grant for non-misdemeanant juveniles, which was a gap in service.  Jeri wanted to find out if the provider would be changing from Benchmark to Road to Recovery.  Joy provided registration information on the two free webinars to the Board on suicide prevention.

	Other Business
	Elda Catalano reported that she is still working with Canyon County to start operating the Juvenile Drug Court October 1.  Barbara Harkins reported that Idaho Federation of Families is currently looking for two board members and can contact them with more information.  Dian with Adult Protection reported that they are seeing an increase in AP due to elderly exploitation.  It was proposed by a guest of the Board that a resource directory of youth programs should be developed and distributed.  Joy referred folks to the YMCA for a bulk of the youth programs, Todd referred folks to the Nampa Parks and Rec, Linda suggested the City of Caldwell, Chuck suggested the Boys and Girls Club in Nampa, and there were several other ideas discussed. As Lisa works with many homeless mental health clients, she shared that she has also been volunteering her time at the Boise Rescue Mission-Lighthouse Rescue Mission in Caldwell to assist with meal planning and cooking to help clients reach a healthy lifestyle.  Idaho Hope is only providing services in Region 4.  Lisa stated that she is very impressed with the support from local businesses with their food donations.  Chuck with Intermountain stated that they have a partial hospitalization program for chronic patients that have been in place for about a year and half.  They have been able to decrease re-admits by 50% and reduced patient length of stays.  Chuck states that they also provide transportation for this valuable service.  Joy attended the last Mental Health Court graduation in Canyon County and reported that she was very impressed with the program, the graduation, all of the people involved and how much co-occurring affects their mental health recovery.  
Joy asked the Board if they were interested in combining the RAC and MH Board meetings to proactive.  There was much discussion, however, most members felt that they would like to wait until we receive more direction and defined purpose from the Department.
	Jeri suggested an action plan/timeline be provided from the Department.  Chuck also stated that the “decision maker” on combining boards start the discussions and direction.
