	Introductions, sign-in, distribute handouts
	Lisa Koltes called the meeting to order at 10:05 AM.  Sign-in sheet, agenda, MH Dashboard, and 02/22/12 meeting minutes were distributed.  Lisa asked for introductions around the table.
	

	Review Agenda and Previous Meeting Notes
	Review meeting minutes from 02/22/12
	Michele Sherrer motioned to approve the minutes with corrections.  Todd Hurt seconded and motion approved.

	Board Vacancies
	Nomination forms were distributed, votes taken, collected, and tabulated as there were no volunteers.  Ross Mason, Todd Hurt, Joy Husmann, and the RAC Chair cannot be nominated due to a conflict of interest and the RAC Chair changes every two years.  The Vice Chair position is a four year position.
	Votes counted and Elda Catalano received the nomination and accepted as the Region 3 Mental Health Board Vice Chair.

	Behavioral Health Interagency Cooperative
	Todd reported that there is first edition of an internal newsletter written by Ross Edmunds, Administrator, DHW Division of Behavioral Health, DHW regarding the state of change with Behavioral Health and transformation in the coming years.  A final copy will be distributed in the coming weeks to the Board.

	Division of Behavioral Health Update
	Todd invited Rod Scott from the Mental Health Crisis Team to present at the Board.  Rod and his team work very closely with law enforcement, hospitals, and counties for clients experiencing mental health/substance abuse issues.  Rod and his team perform Designated Examinations (D.E.’s) when a client is placed in protective custody to determine their mental status (danger to self, others, or gravely disabled) and see if the client still meets the criteria for a custody hold by law enforcement/judge.  There has been a significant increase in the number of commitments from prior years.  Michele noted that there are significant costs incurred by the counties when there is a mental hold/commitment in another county (typically Ada County) and the client is transferred back to the county in which they reside or thought to reside at one time.  There are some questions surrounding the referral process from hospitals to counties.  Michele noted that this discussion will be taking place at the next Association of Counties meeting in April where they are focusing on mental health, indigent clients/funds and surrounding issues.  Walter Knox Hospital in Gem County has a new Hospital Administrator and the DHW staff has a meeting planned in the coming months to review procedures.  Elda Catalano has been working with multiple agencies and judges to develop a juvenile drug court in Canyon County.  Elda will provide more information as it becomes available.  Todd stated that the Deputy Attorney General in Region 4 wanted to find out more information as to how Region 3 is working so well with Canyon County Juvenile Probation. 	CMH Quality Assurance Review was completed and Joy stated that with the compliance rate we achieved (which was high) we were actually doing very well given the fact that we are implementing a new electronic medical health record with several “glitches” that are being worked out.

	RAC – Regional Advisory Committee on Substance Use Disorders
	Dahlia stated that Penny Jones will be the new RAC Chair and Joe Langan, IDJC will be the new Co-Chair effective June 2012.  There have been some positive changes in the funding and the SUD’s budget will be the same for the coming fiscal year.  Expanded services with the ATR grant serving active military and families will be available sometime in FY2013.  The next Recovery Day event will be held on September 7th from 4-8pm at the Caldwell YMCA.  Joy also stated that there will be 3 new Valley Ride routes (2 of which are on demand routes) on March 19th serving new service areas in rural areas which also takes them to the YMCA and Southwest District Health.  Region 3 is working to provide an Offender Resource Fair in October such as the one in Region 4.  Joy stated that there will be a SOAR training on 04/17 & 04/18 at the Department in Caldwell.  You can register via the website.  Joy stated that she has visited with each of the counties in her region to educate them on the SOAR process.  The hospitals are typically the Case Manager and are often short of staff to perform those SOAR applications.  If the hospitals can partner up with a SOAR trained case manager, these clients have a better chance of obtaining their SSI/SDI benefits, decreases the costs to the counties, and the client has a better chance on the road to recovery.  Joy also stated there is a new Veteran’s Court in Canyon County to provide services such as the other specialty court providers do in Canyon County.  Joy will provide more information on the referral process and success as she obtains more information.  Krissy Munson with 4 Rivers Mental Health announced that they will be providing a victims panel for offenders on April 11th.  The next DEA Rx Take Back day will be April 28th and law enforcement can sign up on the web link Joy provided via email.  Joy stated that she would assist any county with obtaining a static drop box for permanent use.  Chuck with Intermountain Hospital stated that he appreciates the email resources Joy sends and typically passes them onto his staff in Region 4.  Lisa Koltes also shared that she forwards the information onto her Region 4 staff as well.  Joy shared that her future responsibility will be focusing on the transformation of the Mental Health Board and RAC.

David Cline also stated that Adult Protection (Idaho Council of Governments) has a new presentation that he would like to provide at the next MH Board meeting for 20 minutes.
