	Chair Dr. Lisa Koltes called the meeting to order at 10:00 AM.  Sign-in sheet, agenda, REG3 MH By-Laws, Needs Assessment Report from 01/12/11, MH Dashboard, Division of Behavioral Health Organization Chart, Legislative Reports from AACT Idaho, DHW Memo on JFAC Action, SPC Meeting Minutes, Idaho HOPE Referral Form, and 02/23/11 meeting minutes were distributed. 	Reviewed Minutes from 02/23/10.  Steve Rule motioned, Ross Mason seconded, motion passed unanimously to approve the minutes.

	By-Laws
	The By Laws need to have the heading change from FACS to Division of Behavioral Health. 
	Marc Shigeta motioned to approve the By Laws with the change noted and Elda Catalano seconded.  Motion approved and passed unanimously.  Region 3 Mental Health Board By Laws are in effect.

	BHTWG/CO-OP
	Ross updated us that we will hear more from the Co-Op as it moves forward regarding the direction of the Mental Health Boards and Regional Advisory Committees (RAC).
	

	Mental Health Update
	Gina Westcott, the Southwest Hub Administrator for the Dept. of Health and Welfare shared updates with the Board.  Gina is still the Region 4 Program Manager as well.  The Division of Behavioral Health restructured into three service areas under the Division Administrator, Kathleen Allyn:  Gary Moore, Northern Hub Administrator, Tracy Sessions is the Southeast Hub Administrator, Gina Westcott, Southwest Hub Administrator.  Gina is working to continue collaboration between Regions 3, 4, and 5.  Ross questioned how SUD’s has changed with this restructure.  Gina referred to the DHW Memo re: JFAC Actions distributed by Kathy Skippen.  The Behavioral Health Cooperative (previously ICSA) will be working on funds and structure as they move closer to ICSA sun setting on June 30, 2011.  Director Armstrong was named Chairperson of the Cooperative.  Steve Rule asked how many of our clients in Region 3 are seniors seeking services?  Gina believes it is a relatively small percentage and most go to assisted living or nursing home care, as opposed to a State Hospital.  It is a little more difficult to determine medical issues versus mental health issues.  The longevity for chronic mental health patients is often lower therefore may be a factor as well.  

The Idaho Recovery Conference sponsored by the DHW Southwest Hub along with the Idaho Federation of Families is June 16 & 17 at the Boise Convention Center.  More information to follow.  

The Idaho Hope program is a Federal grant funded for 5 years and was awarded to DHW.  Pioneer Healthcare will be providing the services for up to 80 mental health clients for wrap around services to include case management.  They will not be providing medication management or treatment.  They will help these clients for up to nine months to connect them with services.  It became available March 22, 2011 and is serving Regions 3 & 4.  Gina provided the referral form.
The Dashboard Update shows a slight decline in the number of clients for February, however, February was a short month.  A 3rd DE is due to a dispute from the 1st and 2nd DE’s or if the 1st DE cannot attend court.  Joy updated the Board that internal Quality Assurance has started in March.  Joy will be providing QA and post CQI QA.
	

	Children’s Mental Health
	Gina updated that there are current trainings going on for Parenting with Love and Limits (PLL) for the Regional Mental Health clinicians and is an evidence based program.  The training is done as a diversion option for juveniles to keep them from further penetrating the system and it will provide a significant cost savings to the Department.
	

	Gaps and Needs Analysis
	The only changes noted were adding Idaho Hope as a strength and deleting CIT (Crisis Intervention Team) in Intervention as we do not have that in Canyon County for the Dept.  Our strength is between Canyon County and Dept. for coordinated local efforts.  
	

	State Planning Council
	April 15th conference call from 2:00 – 5:00 pm.  Lisa provided the agenda and Phyllis will be attending the conference call and providing the updates.  The Gaps and Needs Analysis will be presented for Region 3 and will be used as a working document for the Board.
	

	RAC
	The DEA is holding a National Rx Drug Drop off on April 30th from 10:00 am to 2:00 pm and you can find a location at www.dea.gov and click on the banner for “Got Drugs” and you can find a location nationwide.  Weiser will be holding their event on April 9th.  Joy would like to coordinate efforts next year for a hazardous waste disposal day to include everything as it has been very successful.  

Payette County Anti Drug Coalition’s 2nd planning committee will be held April 7th from 3:30 – 5:00 pm for stakeholders.  The RFI for Benchmark will be coming out in April that they will try to apply for as well as the EUDL grant.  The 2009 Benchmark Assessment shows that Payette County was rated the highest for underage drinking in the middle schools.  Community partners are joining forces to develop this new coalition.
